How do I register my child for school? 
Registrations are accepted for all children who 
will have reached their fifth (5th) birthday on or 
before December 31 of that school year.   
 

Two pieces of identification are required:  
• Legal Name and Proof of Age:  

  Certificate of Birth;  
  Passport; or  
  Landed Immigrant Card.  

• Proof of Residency:  
 Custodial Parent’s Driver’s Licence;  
 Most Recent Property Tax Statement; or 
 Current Tenancy Agreement.
