a) Paul Cuthbert, MASS President, January 12, 2011, addressed to the Honourable 
Steve Ashton, Minister of Infrastructure and Transportation expressing concern about 
issues of traffic within school zones.   


a. He notes the first issue relates to the current Highway Traffic Act which 
dictates motorists drive at a reasonable and prudent speed wherever children 
are present.  He confirms this has effectively eliminated any enforcement of 
excessive speeds near schools. He notes in rural areas, schools are often on 
the main thoroughfare, thereby putting children at risk from vehicles which are 
not reducing speed at or near schools. MASS lists a number of 
recommendations that would help make school zones safer for children. 


b. He notes the second issue that is putting children at risk involves parents 
driving their children to school or picking them up from school which causes 
significant safety issues for other children who are walking to school, usually 
as a result of unsafe driving practices.   MASS recommends a public 
education program on this matter and encouraging children to walk to school.

Community Drug and Alcohol Education Coalition Initiative - Y Revolution – T. Osiowy 
and L. Jardine. 
 
Crocus Plains Regional Secondary High School Principal, Mr. Terry Osiowy, noted the 
Brandon Community Drug and Alcohol Coalition is comprised of 17 members.  He 
confirmed the Coalition’s three goals were as follows: 


- Increase awareness and understanding of healthy lifestyle choices among youth; 
- Increase awareness and understanding of illicit drug use among youth and their 


negative consequences; 
- Improve the students’ knowledge and level of skills to avoid illicit drug use by 


developing and/or enhancing skills to avoid drug use. 
 
Mr. Osiowy confirmed the Coalition had received funding to hire a coordinator and 
introduced Ms. Lili Jardine, teacher, who had been working as the coordinator for over a 
year.   Ms. Jardine, reviewed the many projects under her responsibility, including 
maintaining the Coalition’s website and monthly newsletter, working with the Community 
Liaison Police Officer, Teen Health Clinic, AFM rehabilitation counselor and other groups 
and individuals.  Ms. Jardine highlighted the many activities of the Youth Revolution and 
the various activities of the student advisory groups.  She noted that the Youth 
Revolution is a student leadership group composed of 100 participations in 15 schools 
from Grades 6 to 12 that work to create programs to promote healthy life choices in 
order to minimize the use of drugs and alcohol among youth. 
 
The Chairperson thanked Mr. Osiowy and Ms. Jardine for their presentations.  Trustees 
asked a number of questions for clarification regarding the work of the Youth Revolution 
and feedback received from student participants.

properties.  Property tax exemptions under The Municipal Assessment Act are 
limited to those properties that provide a broad public benefit.  Schools are 
recognized as important public institutions and therefore have a long-standing 
property tax exemption.  However, school divisions have always been required to 
pay property taxes on vacant land, given that such land is not currently being used 
as a school.  The Brandon School Division may wish to review its existing land 
holdings to determine if its vacant land continues to be required for future program 
needs. Property tax exemptions are also limited recognizing the impact to taxing 
jurisdictions as well as property owners.  Expanding property tax exemptions under 
the Act requires careful consideration of the impact on the property tax base of 
taxing jurisdictions, both municipal and school.  The impact of exemptions on 
property taxes paid by all other property owners in the taxing jurisdiction also 
needs to be taken into account.

THE BRANDON SCHOOL DIVISION 
 


BYLAW NO. 1/2011 
 
BEING A BYLAW to regulate the proceedings of the Board of Trustees of The Brandon 
School Division,(hereinafter called "the Board") and the Committees thereof: 
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WHEREAS Section 33(1) of The Public Schools Act provides that "each school board 
shall pass by-laws establishing rules of procedure for the guidance of the school board 
in the conduct of its meetings." 
 
NOW THEREFORE be it and it is hereby enacted as a Bylaw of The Brandon School 
Division that, unless they shall at any time be contrary to the overriding provisions of The 
Public Schools Act, the following Rules of Procedure shall regulate the operation of the 
Board and Bylaw 1/2009 passed January 26, 2009  shall be repealed. 
 


SECTION I 
 


FIRST OR INAUGURAL MEETINGS OF THE BOARD 
 
1.1. The first inaugural meeting of the Board following the regular election of 


Trustees shall take place within 14 days after the election or in September in 
non-election years on a day and at an hour to be fixed by the Secretary-
Treasurer who shall notify each trustee of the date, time and place of the 
meeting.  (1) 


 
1.2. At the first inaugural meeting of the Board, the trustees present shall elect from 


among themselves by majority vote a Chairperson and Vice-Chairperson for 
the next ensuing year and the Secretary-Treasurer of the Board shall preside 
at the election, or, if there is no Secretary-Treasurer present, the trustees 
present shall select one of themselves to preside at the election and the 
member selected to preside may vote in the election.   (2) 


 
1.3. If more than two trustees are nominated for Chairperson or Vice-Chairperson, 


in the event a majority of votes is not received by one of the candidates on the 
first ballot, the individual with the fewest number of votes is removed from the 
ballot and subsequent votes taken to obtain a majority. 


 
1.4 However, in the event of a tie vote in selecting a Chairperson or Vice-


Chairperson, the Board shall determine by lot and in a secret manner who 
shall cast the deciding ballot.  (3)

1.5 Scrutineers shall be the Secretary-Treasurer and Superintendent, or their 


delegates.  Under no circumstances shall a trustees serve as a scrutineer. 
 


SECTION II 
 


MEETINGS OF THE BOARD 
 
2.1. Regular Board Meetings 
 
 After the first or inaugural meeting of the Board, the Board shall hold Regular 


Meetings on the second and fourth Monday in each and every month 
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September through June, both inclusive, but excluding the fourth Monday in 
December, on the second Monday in July and on the fourth Monday in August.  
The meetings shall be held in the J. L. Milne Boardroom at the hour of seven 
(7:00) o'clock p.m. or at such other times and places as the Board may from 
time to time designate.  In the event the date scheduled for a Regular Board 
Meeting is a holiday, the Regular Board Meeting so affected shall be held on 
the immediately next following business day unless otherwise decided by the 
Board. 


 
2.2. The Board shall not remain in session later than eleven (11:00) o'clock p.m. 


unless it shall be otherwise decided by a two-thirds (2/3rds) vote of the 
members present. 


2.3. Special Meetings 
 
 Special Meetings of the Board may be convened at any time by the 


Chairperson directly or by the Chairperson at the request of any trustee.  At a 
special meeting no subject or matters other than those mentioned in the notice 
calling the meeting shall be considered. 


 
2.4. Emergency Meeting 
 
 Notwithstanding Article 2.5, the Board may hold a meeting at any time and any 


place to deal with an emergency situation if all the trustees consent thereto 
and are present thereat.  (1) 


 
2.5. Notice of Meetings 
 
 Notice of all Board meetings, regular and special, shall be given by the 


Secretary-Treasurer to all trustees so that the notice will be received at every 
trustee's designated address at least 24 hours before the meeting, by notifying 
each of them personally or in writing, stating the place, date and hour of the 
meeting.  (2) 


 
2.6. Inaugural, Regular and Special Meetings of the Board shall be open to the 


public.  The Board recognizes, however, that from time to time it is in the best 
public interest to discuss sensitive matters in closed meetings.  The Board 
may, therefore, by motion resolve itself into Committee of the Whole In 
Camera to discuss matters pertaining to personnel (including students and 
trustees), salary negotiations, security, goods and service contract 
negotiations, property acquisition and disposal negotiations, litigation strategy 
and trustee In Camera briefings.  The minutes shall record only the topic 
discussed in camera.  No decisions shall be made In Camera.  (See also 
Section V, Articles 5.10 and 5.11 re Committee of the Whole.)  (3) 


 
2.7. The Chairperson shall preside at the meetings of the Board and may vote with 


the other members on all questions.  Any question on which there is an 
equality of votes shall be deemed to be defeated.  (4)  The Chairperson of the 
Board does not have a deciding vote. 
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2.8. In the absence of the Chairperson, the Vice-Chairperson shall preside and 


while so presiding he/she has all the powers of the Chairperson.  (5)  In the 
absence of both the Chairperson and Vice-Chairperson, a Chairperson shall 
be appointed by the members present and he/she shall preside at said 
meeting, or until the arrival of the Chairperson or Vice-Chairperson. 


 
2.9. Quorum 
 
 A majority of the whole Board shall constitute a quorum.  The number required 


for a quorum does not change if there is a vacancy.  When at any Meeting of 
the Board there is no quorum present at the expiration of one-half (½) hour 
from the time appointed for the commencement of the Meeting, the Meeting 
shall stand adjourned, and the Secretary-Treasurer shall enter in the minutes 
the names of those members present. 


 
2.10. All rules for meeting procedures and debate shall apply to all meetings of the 


Board. 
 
2.11. Corporate Acts Must Be Done At Board Meetings 
 
 Trustees, as individuals, have no corporate decision making authority.  All 


authority over acts of the Division is vested in the Board, as a whole.  Trustees 
exercise their collective authority over Division affairs through voting at a duly 
constituted meeting of the Board. 


 
 
 An act or proceeding of the Board that is not done or taken at a regular or 


Special Meeting of the Board, is not valid or binding on any person affected 
thereby.  (6) 


 
 The Board, in conducting its business, shall comply with all laws, Federal, 


Provincial and/or Municipal, including all statutory regulations passed pursuant 
thereto. 


 
 An individual Board member, including the Chairperson, shall have power only 


when the Board, by vote, has delegated authority to him or her.

 Any variation of the foregoing order of business requires a two-thirds (2/3rds) 


majority vote of the members present, which shall be without debate. 
 
3.2. Introduction of all new matters, other than matters of privilege, shall be 


published in the agenda and mailed to trustees at least twenty-four (24) hours 
before the meeting unless such rule is dispensed with by a two-thirds (2/3rds) 
majority vote of the members present. 


 
3.3. Any trustee may request that the Chairperson or Secretary-Treasurer place an 


item on the agenda. 
 
3.4. Any items received too late for the agenda shall be held until the following 


regular meeting unless deemed to be of an urgent nature, as determined by 
the Superintendent, Secretary-Treasurer and/or Chairperson.  Late items to be 
considered shall be identified to the Board by the Secretary-Treasurer prior to 
approval of the Agenda.  The Board shall decide, without debate by a two-
thirds (2/3rds) majority vote of the members present, whether a late item will 
be considered. 


 
SECTION IV 


 
REGULAR BOARD MEETING PROCEDURES 


 
General Regulations For Meetings 
 
4.1. Each and every member of the Board has equal rights.  The meeting is a 


highly democratic process and shall be conducted accordingly. 
 
4.2. A trustee, administrator or other person wishing to speak to the gathering shall 


address him/herself to the Chair.  The Chairperson will decide who has the 
right to the floor. 


 
4.3. No trustee shall be interrupted while speaking, unless:  
 a) he/she is out of order 
 b) on a point of privilege 
 c) for clarification. 
 
4.4. When any matter is before the Board, the consideration of same cannot be 


interrupted except on a motion: 
 a) to adjourn 
 b) to lie on the table 
 c) to postpone 
 d) to refer 
 e) to amend. 
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4.5. Exceptions to rules within the jurisdiction of the Board can be made by a 


two-thirds (2/3rds) majority vote of the members present. 
 
 
Role of the Chairperson 
 
4.6. It shall be the duty of the Chairperson at all times to preserve order and to 


endeavor to conduct all business before the Board with propriety, fairness and 
dispatch, in accordance with the rules of procedure herein provided or, if not 
provided, by Robert's Rules of Order. 


 
4.7. The Chairperson should call the meeting to order precisely at the hour for 


which the meeting is called, providing a quorum is present, or as soon as a 
quorum is present as hereinbefore provided.  (Article 2.9) 


 
4.8. When called upon to decide a point of order or practice, the Chairperson shall 


state the rule applicable to the case, without argument or unnecessary 
comment, and without debate.  The decision of the Chair shall be final unless 
reversed by a vote of two-thirds (2/3rds) of the members present. 


 
4.9. The Chairperson, or in his/her absence the Vice-Chairperson, is the official 


public spokesperson for the Board. 
 
 
Motions 
 
4.10. All motions must be put in writing and seconded before being stated by the 


Chairperson, after which they shall only be disposed of by vote of the Board, 
unless the mover by permission of the Board withdraws same.  The 
Chairperson, in his/her discretion, may waive the necessity of a motion being 
in writing.  The Chairperson may waive the necessity of a motion and call for 
general consent provided there is no objection to this procedure.  If there is an 
objection, a motion is required. 


 
4.11. To begin a motion, "I move that" is the correct phrase to use, following which 


the mover of the motion should identify by name the seconder of the motion. 
 
4.12. Any trustee who has made a motion shall have the liberty to withdraw or 


modify it, with the consent of his/her second and prior to the debate. 
 
4.13. After a motion has been moved and seconded and debate has begun, the 


motion shall be deemed to be in possession of the Board (Corporate Motion). 
 
4.14. An amendment may be moved on any motion, and shall be decided before the 


original motion; but no more than one amendment to an amendment shall be 
entertained.  An amendment can only modify the motion, not change the intent 
of the motion. 


 
4.15. A motion for adjournment, duly moved and seconded, shall always be in order 


and shall be decided without debate, except that it cannot be entertained when 
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the Board is voting on another question or while a trustee is addressing the 
Board. 


 
4.16. A motion for postponement takes precedence over a motion for referral, and a 


motion for referral takes precedence over a motion to amend or a vote on the 
original subject. 


 
4.17. A motion, prior to the question being called, may be: 
 
  postponed - to a specific date 
  referred - to a committee, the administration or other  


      person(s) designated 
  tabled - temporarily until lifted from the table by any  


trustee at the same meeting or at the next 
    regular meeting.  After the next meeting the  


motion is "dead". 
  received - to accept and no action to be taken. 
 
4.18. A motion "to recess or to adjourn debate", "to lay on the table", or to "Resolve 


into Committee of the Whole," shall be decided without debate. 
 
4.19. A member of the Board shall not participate in the discussion of any question 


in which he/she has a direct or indirect pecuniary interest as defined in The 
Public Schools Act.  Members of the Board shall be governed by the conflict of 
interest provisions of The Public Schools Act, Sections 36 through 39 
inclusive, and Board policies established from time to time. 


 
4.20. Every member shall obtain recognition in order to speak by addressing 


himself/herself to the Chair and shall confine himself/herself to the question 
under debate.  When two or more members speak at once, the Chairperson 
shall decide the order of speaking. 


 
4.21. No member while speaking shall be interrupted by another, except upon a 


point of order, or for the purpose of explanation.  The member so interrupting 
shall confine himself/herself strictly to the point of order or explanation. 


 
4.22. If any member transgresses the rules, the Chairperson shall, and any member 


can, call the member to order in which case the member so called shall 
immediately be silent but shall afterwards be permitted to explain, and the 
Board, if appealed to, shall decide on the case, but without debate. 


 
4.23.     No member, unless otherwise herein provided, shall speak to a question or 


motion for longer than five (5) minutes nor more than once (except in 
Committee) on the same question without leave of the Chair.  The trustee who 
proposes the question is permitted to reply and thereby closes debate.  A 
member may speak more than once for clarification purposes only. 


  
4.24. A member may require the question or motion under discussion to be read for 


his/her information at any time of the debate but not so as to interrupt a 
member speaking. 
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4.25. If the Chairperson wishes to speak to a motion, he/she shall vacate his/her 


seat as Chairperson and ask the Vice-Chairperson to take over.  The 
Chairperson should speak just prior to the last speaker who will be the mover 
of the motion. 


 
4.26. No member shall speak to any question after a vote on the question has been 


called for by the Chairperson, who shall announce clearly the result of the 
vote. 


 
Voting Method 
 
4.27. Reversal of Decisions 
 
 (i) Subject to subsection (1) (ii), a question once decided  
  by the Board shall not be reversed unless: 
    a) written notice of a proposal to reverse the decision has been 


given from at least one meeting to another; and  
   b) a majority of the total number of trustees for the Division votes 


in favour of the reversal. 
    (PSA Section 33(2)). 
 
 (ii) A decision of a Board may be reversed 
   a) at the same meeting at which it is made; and 
   b) by unanimous consent of all members present and voting 


thereon (PSA Section 33(3)). 
 
4.28. Abstention from Voting 
 
 Although it is the duty of every member who has an opinion on a question to 


express it by his/her vote, he/she can abstain since he/she cannot be 
compelled to vote.  A member not voting for or against is expected to declare 
his/her abstention. A member who abstains may request that his/her 
abstention be recorded in the minutes and the Secretary-Treasurer shall 
record the same. 


 
4.29. Division of the Question 
 
 When the question under consideration contains independent propositions, 


upon the request of any member, the vote upon each such independent 
proposition shall be taken separately. 


 
4.30. Declaration of Results 
 
 The Chairperson shall declare the results of all votes and they shall be 


recorded as carried or defeated. Any member may request that his/her vote be 
recorded, and his/her vote shall be entered upon the minutes by the Secretary-
Treasurer. 
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4.31. Communication of Results 
 
 Decisions of the Board shall be communicated in writing to persons directly 


affected by the decision.  Correspondence on behalf of the Board shall be 
carried out by the Secretary-Treasurer or the Chairperson if so directed by the 
Board. 


 
 
Giving of Notice 
 
4.32. Written notice may be given by a trustee from one meeting to the next for the 


purpose of the following: 
 
 (i)  to rescind a decision previously made by the Board. 
 
 (ii) introduction of a bylaw. 
 
Bylaws 
 
4.33. Matters resolved by Bylaw: 
 a)  amendments to bylaws 
 b)  rules of Board procedure, organization and operation of  


meetings 
 c)  where required by The Public Schools Act. 
 
4.34. Every Bylaw shall be dealt with in the following stages by a final motion of the 


Board: 
 
 i)  First Reading - "That this Bylaw be now read a first time" shall be decided 


without amendment or debate. 
 
 ii)  Second Reading - When the second reading of the Bylaw has been moved, 


the principle of the Bylaw may be discussed and it shall be lawful for the Board 
to defer, amend or reject the Bylaw and a motion may be made to that effect. 


 
 iii) Third Reading - This is the final reading of the proposed Bylaw and shall be 


deemed to be passed when given its third reading. 
 
 Every Bylaw shall receive three separate readings.  The three separate 


readings of any Bylaw shall be given at different meetings unless by a vote of 
a majority of the whole Board this rule be suspended.  The Secretary-
Treasurer shall certify on a copy of each Bylaw, the readings and dates of the 
readings of the Bylaw passed. 


 
 


SECTION V 
 
 


COMMITTEES 
 
5.1. Meetings of Committees may be held In Camera (PSA Section 30(4)). 
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5.2. Committees of the Board shall be appointed at the Inaugural, Regular or 


Special Meetings in accordance with Board policies and procedures.  
Committees may be struck for specific purposes as required, and shall be 
discharged when that purpose has been met and upon the receipt and 
acceptance of a written report to the Board. 


 
5.3. If the Chairperson of a Committee is not appointed by the Board, it shall be the 


duty of the first named on any Committee to convene the first meeting at which 
time a Chairperson should then be elected. 


 
5.4. The Chairperson of the Board is an ex-officio member of all Committees.  


He/she may attend all meetings and contribute to debate, but he/she shall not 
have the right to vote. 


 
5.5. The number of trustees on any Committee should be three (with a fourth acting 


as alternative) or less, except for Committee of the Board as a Whole, unless 
approved unanimously by the Board.  To function as a Committee of the 
Whole, the quorum of the Committee of the Whole is the same number as a 
quorum for the Board. 


 
5.6. At least one senior administrative staff officer shall attend each committee 


meeting in an ex-officio capacity to provide background, do research and to 
ensure the recording of the minutes. 


 
5.7. Any Committee of the Board may establish a Sub-Committee or Sub-


Committees provided that the Chairperson of any Sub-Committee and at least 
one other member of that Sub-Committee are members of the main 
committee.  Reports of any Sub-Committee shall be presented to the main 
Committee for acceptance, revision or rejection prior to the presentation to the 
Board. 


 
5.8. Committees appointed to report on any subject referred to them by the Board 


shall report in writing a statement of facts and, also, their opinion and 
recommendation thereof. 


 
5.9. No Committee has the authority to bind the Board to any decision or 


commitment unless previously authorized by the Board. 
 
Committee of the Whole 
 
5.10. By a vote of the majority of the members present the Board may resolve itself 


into "Committee of the Whole In Camera" for the purpose of discussing reports 
of Committees or any other motion or matter before the Board of a confidential 
matter (see also Section II, Article 2.6). 


 
5.11. The rules of procedure of the Board shall be observed in Committee of the 


Whole so far as applicable.  No decisions of the Board shall be made while in 
Committee of the Whole and no minutes shall be recorded other than a record 
in the minutes of the Regular Meeting of the topic discussed while in 
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Committee of the Whole.  (See also Section II, Article 2.6 re "In Camera" 
discussions). 


 
 


SECTION VI 
 
 


PUBLIC PARTICIPATION AT BOARD MEETINGS 
 
6.1. The Board shall hold its meetings openly, and no person shall be excluded or 


removed from any meeting except for improper conduct (PSA Section 30(3)) or 
for In Camera discussions (Article 2.6). 


 
6.2. The Chairperson may, at some point in the agenda of the Regular Board 


Meeting, permit visitors to the meeting to ask questions or speak to a matter 
on the agenda of which they are familiar for clarification purposes. 


 
Delegations & Petitions 
 
6.3. Any resident elector of the Division shall have the right to be placed on the 


agenda of a regular board meeting to be heard under "Delegations and 
Petitions".  Appearance at a Board Meeting shall be arranged through the 
Secretary-Treasurer and the Delegation shall provide, wherever possible, a 
written brief or petition in sufficient time for inclusion in the agenda package 
and shall identify a spokesperson whom the Chairperson can address and to 
whom correspondence can be forwarded.  During a presentation by a 
delegation, the Board will only ask questions for clarification. 


 
6.4. The Board may hear any other delegations at its discretion. 
 
6.5. The delegation will be heard for information purposes only.  In the event a 


decision of the Board is required, the matter shall be postponed to the next 
regular meeting for action or referred to a Committee or the Administration for 
consideration or further information and report.  If a decision is required prior to 
the next regularly scheduled meeting, the Board may by a two-thirds (2/3rds) 
majority vote suspend the rules and consider the delegation's request at the 
same meeting, for decision making. 


 
6.6. The Secretary-Treasurer shall communicate in writing to the identified 


spokesperson for the delegation the action taken by the Board and the final 
decision of the Board.

$1,512,700.00 upon the credit of the Division by the issue and sale of debentures to 
meet partial costs for construction of Meadows School Grooming Room; Crocus Plains 
Roof Replacement; Crocus Plains Air Condensing Unit Replacement; Green Acres Roof 
Replacement, Kirkcaldy Chilled Water/Heat Exchanger; and Valleyview Emergency Roof 
Replacement; 
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NOW THEREFORE, pursuant to the provisions of The Public Schools Act, the Board of 
Trustees of The Brandon School Division, duly assembled, enacts as follows:

a) Trustee Bowslaugh made the following inquiry: 
 
“In the MSBA letter there is a reference to the paper prepared to present to the current 
NDP Government.  It contains points about Mental Health concerns with the student 
population.  My questions are: 


-  Do we have data on the number of students requiring support? 
-  What are the response times in getting to these students, some of whom are 


troubled due to needs in academic ability, progress and assessment? 
-  Do we have adequate staff to meet these very tough situations?” 


 
Superintendent, Dr. Michaels, noted that the Division does have data on students who 
have been identified by others, usually through referral.  She noted the Division tries to 
be proactive and the staff watches for potential issues.  She further noted the Division is 
in need of more full-time counselors at the high school level and that several counselors 
are required at the elementary school level. 
 


b) Trustee Bowslaugh requested “a brief refreshment of the policy related to staff and 
parent involvement in transporting students.” 


 
Senior Administration noted they would provide a report for the Board regarding this 
matter at the next meeting. 
 


c) Trustee Kruck asked if there had been discussions with the BRHA regarding 
mental health issues. 
 
Superintendent, Dr. Michaels noted the Division works with the BRHA on a continuous 
basis.  Associate Superintendent, Mr. Malazdrewicz, cited the various services provided. 
 


d)  Trustee Sefton asked “has a BSD representative been named for the Sexuality 
Education Resource Centre?” 
 
Associate Superintendent, Mr. Malazdrewicz, noted he would follow up on this matter.

Meeting with Advanced Placement Students 
Vincent Massey High School 


Friday, January 7, 2011 


GROUP I (Facilitated by Trustees Sumner and Kruk) 


Questions: 


1) What do you like about the Vincent Massey High School Advanced Placement Program? 
"I have learned time management skills." 
"AP is free and you have access to teachers for the whole year vs. paying for courses at 
university and competing for access to teachers." 


"AP calculus is spread over an entire year making it easier to post a high GPA in University." 
"It prepares you for university." 


"By taking AP courses I can take less courses in University and my time at University will be 
shorter." 
"AP eases the shock of University." 
"AP gives you more responsibility and teaches self-motivation." 
"Everyone is there to learn and very disciplined not like our regular classes." 
"I can take courses based on what I am heading into at University." 
"I have learned how to study." 
"We have really good teachers and it is much different from regular classes." 
"Students respect teachers and they respect us." 
"Teachers treat us differently because they know we are there to learn. No one is slacking off." 
"I transferred from Crocus to Massey to take AP courses and it has been comforting. We are 
more of a unit and that helped to build friendships." 
"Can ask anyone else in class for help." 
"AP keeps us segregated from regular students and keeps us interested. We are bored in other 
classes." 
"IB program seems more competitive. In AP we help each other out and push each other to do 
better." 


2) How can we improve school and/or the AP program? 
"Most problems that come from school are self-inflicted." 
"Set-up an AP Scholar program that starts earlier. Students need to know what they want to do 
earlier - like in Grade 8." 
Scheduling issues - "I had to drop band to accommodate my AP courses." 
"It can be challenging to have all your AP courses in one year." 
"Talk to the Grade 9's about AP and why they should take it and how they should plan it out." 
"Counsellors didn't really know about the courses." 
"Middle years students need to be more aware of accelerated courses." 
"Physical Education conflicts with AP Scheduling - why not have an AP gym class. Skilled people 
take skilled courses like in math, why not do the same for gym. Have gym classes to meet the 


levels of people's competency." 







GROUP II (Facilitated by Trustees Snelling and Bowslaugh) 


Questions: 


3) How has the AP program helped to prepare you for University? 
"It pushes me further". 
"It has been very useful, almost a repeat in first year. Very helpful in the lab and provided a 
good understanding." (GRAD) 


"Prepares you for the workload and changes in expectations". 
"Half my class in calculus are AP math students from Vincent Massey and are able to handle the 
class." (GRAD) 


"You learn more advanced study skills and the other students in the class are dedicated." 
"Students can choose to enrol at the Grade 11 level- but Grade 12, there are certain standards 
to succeed in the courses." (STAFF) 
"It helps me to get used to the course workload". 
"It allowed me to skip first year courses at University". (GRAD) 
"Gave me an A+ in Calculus". (GRAD) 
"I took it at BU and got an A+". (GRAD) 
"Some students will try it and quit because the work load is too hard. But it tells them that they 
realize that they are not ready for university. It does the student a service and helps them to 
come to the realization that they are not ready for university." (STAFF) 


4) What activities are AP students involved in? 


All students in this group were involved in several activities either school related (band, choir, 
student leadership, youth in philanthropy, school sports teams); community related (community 
volunteering such as hospital, Westman Immigration, lab assistant, Special Olympics, 
gymnastics, dance, art classes); or working part-time on weekend. Students also noted they still 
had a social life and they weren't always studying. 


5) Are there things that the Division can do to improve the program? 


"More contact with the University - especial Brandon University." (GRAD) 
"As a teacher it reinvigorated me and made me look broader and make connection across the 
curriculum. The professional development gave me energy to bring back ideas from other AP 
classes and teachers from around the world. It helped in the classroom to work with the 
student as a team." (STAFF) 
"Class size must be kept small especially for lab and hands on work." 
"AP students are engaged and it allows for success to carry over at the post secondary level. 
First year University has large classes and will shave drop out rates that are very high. AP 
students do not drop out as they have been engaged in a class of smaller numbers." (GRAD) 


6) Why did you choose AP courses? 


"I had siblings that completed the courses." 
"The challenge and instant change in the class rooms." 
"The intelligent conversations." 







"It allows for exchange of ideas and the depth of the discussions." 
"It gave me a head start in University". 
"It gave me a huge leg up". 
"At BU lab assistants come from Vincent Massey AP program." 
"AP has allowed students to try national exams." 


Open Comments: 


"There is a trickle down effect in the school. The innovation and enthusiasm enhances an AP culture 
which transfers over to other classes. There is an enhanced level of academic respect." (STAFF). 


"I moved from another town and it helped to fit in and make friends." 


"It is our enrichment program and creates a place where students can flourish. It needs to be expanded 
to other areas."

Provincial and Federal elections.   


 
The Committee agreed the strategic actions to be undertaken with respect to community 
involvement would be as follows:

a) Review of Committee Minutes 
 
The Committee reviewed the Minutes of December 7, 2010. 
 


b) Trustee Request – Unused land/empty classrooms/computer equipment 
 


- Unused land: 
Mr. Barnes, Secretary-Treasurer noted the Division has three large pieces of property as follows: 


- Approximately 10 acres by the Riverview Curling Club.  He noted an environmental report had 
been completed on this property and future discussions would be taking place with the City of 
Brandon regarding this property. 


- Just under 10 acres on 26th and Maryland.  He noted this is the property that costs the Division 
the most with respect to property tax however he did not recommend disposing of this property at 
this time. 


- 9 acres has been requested in the Brookwood Development.  Mr. Barnes confirmed he would like 
to make sure there is property in the name of the school division in this area before disposing of 
the property on 26th and Maryland. 


 
Mr. Barnes confirmed the Division owns smaller parcels of land as well.  Two pieces by New Era School, 
one of which is currently used as the staff parking lot with the other located across from Betty Gibson 
School. 
 
It was further noted that all vacant property is included in the Division’s annual five year plan submitted to 
the Public Schools Finance Board. 
 


- Empty classrooms: 
 
Mr. Barnes, Secretary-Treasurer, circulated a surplus capacity overview page from the Divisions Facilities 
Report and reviewed it for the Committee.  He noted the Division does not have a lot of empty 
classrooms.  He confirmed the Baragar report is due within the next month at which time he would be 
able to provide an updated version of the surplus capacity. Trustee Murray inquired as to how many 
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classrooms are not being used as “regular” classrooms.  Mr. Barnes noted the practical capacity had 
been included in the information provided and reiterated the Division does not have many empty 
classrooms.  Discussions were held regarding the impact the expansion of staff washrooms will have on 
classrooms.  It was noted the report regarding staff washrooms will come forth later this year.  It was also 
noted that the possibility of full-time Kindergarten classes in some of the schools would also impact that 
amount of classroom space available. 
 


- Computer Equipment Storage: 
 
Trustee Bowslaugh noted that discussions had been held at the Divisional Futures and Community 
Relations Committee meeting with First Nations Organizations regarding the possibility of providing 
unused Division computers.  It was noted that the computers were useless without the software and due 
to licensing issues, the Division was unable to provide computers with the software included.  The 
Secretary-Treasurer was directed to follow-up on the licensing issue with the ICT Department.   
 
Mr. Barnes provided the Committee with current practice for disposal of out-dated Division computers. 
Inquiries were made as to the possibility of selling computers to the public in general and in particular to 
First Nations people in the north.  Mr. Barnes noted that this was attempted several years ago and was 
unsuccessful.  He noted the Division could try again if that was the direction of the Committee.  It was 
also noted that the ICT Department is currently very busy and that scrubbing and disposing of computers 
was not an effective use of their time.  It was agreed outsourcing would take place before June in order to 
remove the equipment from Fleming School if required. It was also agreed that following the removal and 
disposal of equipment stored in Fleming School, there will need to be discussions as to how the disposal 
of out-dated equipment will be handled in the future. 
 
Point of Privilege:  Trustee Karnes inquired about the storage of all archive material currently located at 
Fleming School.  Director of Facilities and Transportation, Mr. Clark, confirmed he would find cold storage 
space for the archival material before the end of June.  Mr. Karnes also inquired as to whether or not a 
letter had been sent to Sioux Valley Educational Authority (SVEA) advising they were the winning tender.  
Mr. Barnes, Secretary-Treasurer, confirmed a letter had been sent and that he had spoken directly to  
Mr. Vince Tacan of SVEA who was looking forward to finalizing the matter. 
  


c) O’Kelly School Lease 
 
Secretary-Treasurer, Mr. Barnes, noted the lease would be extended to March 31, 2011.  He confirmed 
that the Department of National Defence would be turning the property over to the Province of Manitoba 
by the end of March and subsequently would be undertaking the agreed to renovations. He  also 
confirmed if all goes as planned the school would be removed from the Division’s Five Year Capital Plan 
requests.   
 
Recommendation: 
That the Lease of School property for O’Kelly School, DND Shilo, with the Government of Canada, 
Minister of National Defence which was to expire on the 31st of December, 2010, be extended to March 
31st, 2011 with occupancy to continue on the same terms and conditions; and subject to approval of the 
Public Schools Finance Board.

Supervisor of Transportation, Mr. R. Harkness, circulated information regarding the current catchment 
area and spoke to the matter.  Mr. Barnes, Secretary-Treasurer, confirmed that the catchment areas 
needed to be revised after the Division has received the Baragar report.

An update 
on this item will be provided by the Director of Facilities and Transportation at the next Committee 
meeting.

I. SUPPORT STAFF PO 


D. Arpin inquired as a follow up regarding possible training sessions for support 
staff on First Class/Employee Connect as previously discussed. B. Switzer 
advised that the training sessions are currently being organized as far as content. 
It is anticipated that the sessions will commence in January. Support staff 
wishing to attend will need to sign up for a session and sessions will be group 
specific (ie. Custodial, Mtnce, Transportation and EA). B. Switzer indicated that 
Clerical staff are most familiar with these and as such, if necessary, will be 
included in the annual re-fresher session for school secretaries in August 2011. 
D. Arpin also inquired if that was where all the PO monies were gOing that the 
Board approved in the 2010/2011 budget? B. Switzer indicated that most of 
those monies were pre-allocated to support staff risk responders and custodians 
for First Aid/CPR re-certification. 


II. UNIFORM ALLOWANCE 


D. Arpin inquired as to whether the teaching staff was required to pay for their 
uniforms? G. Barnes indicated that it was his understanding that the school 
covered these costs from the school budget. D. Arpin asked if the same could be 
provided to the culinary arts support staff? G. Barnes indicated he did not 
believe they were required to wear uniforms, that they were provided with aprons 
and that was all that was required. D. Arpin indicated that is not the information 
they had received. Staff are expected to be in uniform, yet when a substitute is 
scheduled, the school provides them with a uniform for the day. G. Barnes to 
follow up with school on what is required of support staff. 


III. ARTICLE 16.04 


D. Arpin inquired as the vacation schedule was not posted in all areas last 
summer. G. Barnes indicated that it will be posted for this summer, whether by 
paper or available electronically, yet to be determined. G. Barnes indicates that 
there is a concern with the entitlement being posted prior to the entitlement date,

G. Barnes indicated that there are forms available and he will take these to the 
next Health & Safety Committee meeting so that committee members are familiar 
with the form and can guide members to the proper form. WCB legislation will be 
reviewed once again to ensure that reporting of incidents is as per legislation as 
this is who provides the employer with direction on such matters. 
D. Arpin indicated that at Seven Oaks School Division, all incident reports are 
reviewed at the Health & Safety Committee level and wonders why Brandon 
School Division does not do the same? G. Barnes indicates that this is not 
current practice. 


Violence in the Workplace Policy is currently being drafted.

QUALITY LEARNING AT J.R. REID SCHOOL 
Report prepared by Mr. Rick Stallard, Principal, J.R. Reid School 
 


Several Quality Learning opportunities are taking place at J.R. Reid School this 
year. Reflected below are the foundations behind our Quality Learning Initiatives in 
Literacy at J.R. Reid: 
  
There are three layers of Literacy for J.R. Reid Schools Students: 


 ideas/strategies ‐ researched and presented; 


 consistent terminology and instruction between Early Years and Middle Years; 
and 


 outcomes and criteria‐based results. 
  
The endeavors continue to be supported and revolve around the professional 
development, resources, and work of: 
  
Faye Brownlie 
Students have had the opportunity to incorporate Faye Brownlie writing techniques 
into their programs. Some of the learning threads included sequencing, poetry, using 
information from text, literal understanding   with unknown vocabulary, squiggles, 
response journals. 
  
Sharon Taberski 
Staff attended professional development with Sharon Taberski  in early November 
2010, and continue to  use Sharon’s work as a resource for our Layers of Literacy. 
Sharon’s work has brought our Literacy Plan together in terms of creating a 
framework for balanced literacy and jump starting comprehension strategies 
through differentiated instruction. 
  
Tony Stead 
Strategies for teaching and assessing reading comprehension with non‐fiction 
reading has been the focus for our staff in teaching the students. The importance of 
critical literacy and providing differentiated instruction are areas staff has taken 
from Tony’s message and resources. 


  


B. QUALITY TEACHING 
 


QUALITY TEACHING AT O’KELLY SCHOOL 
Report prepared by Ms. Angela Voutier, Principal, O’Kelly School 
 


The main Quality Teaching Goal for the 2010/2011 school year at O’Kelly School was 
in the area of Numeracy. The key accomplishments to date are as follows. 
 


 All Early Years staff attended the Origo Math professional development session 
in Brandon presented by the university. 
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 The morning session of the Divisional professional development day in 
November focused on engagement of students and also included a presentation 
on various strategies for Differentiated Instruction in all areas but with some 
focus and discussion on those particularly appropriate for math. 
 


 The afternoon of the Divisional professional development day in November 
featured a presentation by Teresa Timmerman, the Division Numeracy Specialist, 
and Jaime Lombaert on Math teaching strategies which was attended by all staff. 
 


 The Numeracy goal committee will meet to discuss assessment results; identify 
areas of weakness and need; and plan for improvements and further 
professional learning opportunities 
 


 In addition to the Numeracy goal and in spite of the fact that Literacy was not 
specifically identified as a goal in the school plan for this year, this area of Quality 
Teaching was addressed at the Differentiated Instruction presentation in 
November. A committee has also been formed and will meet later this month to 
examine assessment results; identify areas for improvement; and to continue 
promoting the work done in previous years in the area of literacy. 


 
C. QUALITY SUPPORT SERVICES 


 


QUALITY SUPPORT SERVICES AT ALEXANDER SCHOOL 
Report prepared by Ms. Barbara Miller, Principal, Alexander School 
 


At Alexander School, we are committed to ensuring students have access to quality 
support services that address their individual learning styles and provide 
opportunities for all students to be successful. Our commitment is evidenced in our 
school plan through the provision of access to professional support, resources, 
materials, professional collaboration and ongoing professional development for 
staff.  
 
Students are actively engaged through their participation in arts‐infused learning 
across the curriculum. This instructional strategy provides students with the 
opportunity to explore content through various art forms and gives students more 
choice in how they express their learning. Artists become a part of our learning 
community. The artists work with teachers and students to bring curriculum to life 
through dance, drama, music, technology, and the fine arts. Creativity is becoming a 
cornerstone for the acquisition of knowledge and skills. Teachers and artists are 
working collaboratively to develop arts‐infused units that address the diversity in 
our multi‐level classrooms.  
 
The teachers are exploring ways to make assessment more meaningful and have 
attended various professional development sessions to refine their assessment 
practices with an emphasis on student involvement. There is evidence of student 
reflection in the assessment process and we are moving towards defining clear 
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learning targets to help students gage their own progress toward the outcomes. The 
primary class has begun to create electronic portfolios that illustrate the infusion of 
technology as a means of sharing their learning. There is a collection of professional 
reading material for teachers to access as they explore this topic.  
 
The teachers have extrapolated K‐4 writing outcomes from the grade 5 ‐8 writing 
document. The teachers have placed students on the writing continuum from 
Kindergarten through grade 8. The teachers have been given collaborative planning 
time, which they have used to reflect on our students’ achievement and develop a 
school‐wide approach to improving writing skills across the multi‐levels. There has 
been professional development and resources made available to teachers.

A. QUALITY LEARNING 
 


LEARNING COMMUNITY MEETING / DECEMBER 6, 2010 
 


On December 6, 2010 school‐based administrators and learning support services 
staff met in a professional learning community session.  Three such meetings are 
held annually.  The focus of these sessions is the exploration of educational 
developments and innovations related to student learning.  These professional 
conversations are invaluable in providing much needed adult learning opportunities.   
 
This meeting on December 6, 2010 focused specifically on “Exploring Students’ 
Learning Potential.”  Mathew Gustafson and Darlene Wilkinson, Co‐Chairs, Quality 
Learning Steering Committee provided opening remarks and leadership direction for 
the meeting.  Mathew spoke to the importance of building quality learning context 
and connections. He stated that,  
 
“In considering the continued exploration of the “big questions” at this meeting it is 
important to note the following: 
 
i. We have established “key givens” related to Quality Learning in the Brandon 


School Division: 
a) Quality Learning initiatives are reflected in each school’s development plan 


and implementation. 
b) Quality Learning initiatives are reflected in Divisional initiatives, e.g.: 


 research into learning and the brain’s functioning; 


 professional development in the differentiation of instruction; 


 student engagement in learning research; 


 inclusion of technology in teaching and learning; and 


 increased levels of student achievement and Grade XII graduation rates. 
 
ii. Quality Learning is reflected in professional learning initiatives and 


conversations, e.g.:  
a) February 22, 2010 Learning Community meeting re: “What do we believe 


about students’ learning potentials?” 
 
Key points reached: 


 All children can learn; 


 All children learn in a variety of ways; 


 Learning is developmental; 


 Children’s potential is immeasurable; 


 Educators can influence children’s potential in learning; 


 All students want to achieve/succeed/reach their potential; 
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 All students need motivation to learn; 


 All students need positive, caring relationships with their teachers; 


 All students need safe and secure learning environments.” 
 
Darlene addressed the specific questions for continued exploration of the “big 
questions”: 
 
i. What are we doing well to influence students’ learning potential? 
ii. What can/should we do differently to influence students’ learning potential? 
 
The group conversations were very stimulating with the following key responses and 
ideas noted: 


 
i. What are we doing well to influence students’ learning potential? 


 


 focused literacy and numeracy strategies; 


 focused Divisional professional development; 


 improved graduation rates; 


 Effective Behaviour Support (EBS) – providing a safe learning environment; 


 English as an Additional Language (EAL) development, learning support and 
team approach; 


 interventions – early years literacy, middle years literacy, Reading Recovery, 
numeracy support, Educational Assistant support for speech‐language 
programming; 


 High Ability Learners Enrichment Programming (HALEP), International 
Baccalaureate, Advanced Placement, Arts‐infused curricula; 


 Literacy with ICT, assistive technology project, Apple project; 


 identification and programming for diverse learning styles; 


 Individual Educational Programming (IEPs); 


 beginning communication amongst schools to share what is working; 


 focus on formative and summative assessment to improve student 
achievement (Middle Years Report Card, Grades 3, 5, 7 assessments); 


 curricular planning amongst colleagues. 
 


ii. What can/should we do differently to influence students’ learning potential? 
 


 develop more differentiated strategies for instruction; 


 more ongoing professional development for specific initiatives; 


 more inclusion of technology in learning; more availability of assistive 
technology; 


 continue to focus on equity for struggling and “at‐risk” students; 


 different staffing model to address use of out‐of‐ratio positions; 


 more effective use of data gathered Divisionally to reach student potential; 


 increase of EAL programming; 
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 better curricular planning amongst teachers, e.g. all Science teachers, all 
grade 7 teachers; 


 more Middle Years support for literacy support; 
improve equity of Divisional programming in HALEP, Middle Years literacy 
support. 


 


TECHNOLOGY IN LEARNING – IPAD PILOT PROJECT – A MOBILE COMPUTING INITIATIVE IN 
THE BRANDON SCHOOL DIVISION  
Report prepared by Mr. Reg Reimer, Technology in Learning Specialist 
 


Rationale: 
This pilot is a strategic action to connect quality teaching and quality learning for the 
advancement of critical and creative thinking, while engaging both students and 
staff in constructivist learning. 
 
Objectives: 
 Advance of pedagogical expertise with mobile technology infusion, resulting in: 


o growth of understanding of how these devices can be used to effectively 
engage and advance learners; and 


o opportunities for Brandon School Division teachers to see how to teach with 
mobile computing devices in their classrooms. 


 Develop strategies for deploying personal mobile computing devices in Brandon 
School Division’s information technology infrastructure. 
 


Description: 
This pilot project will place two computer carts, each containing twenty five iPads, 
into two Brandon School Division schools from February 1, 2011 to June 15, 
2011. Each cart will be treated as either a single class or school‐wide resource, so 
that a greater variety of settings can be observed. The iPads will be supported with 
wireless network access, as well as camera and video projector adapters, so they can 
be used in a wide variety of classroom activities.  
 
Research shows that behavioural engagement has a strong connection to 
achievement. To that end, a variety of productivity, educational, and entertainment 
software will be loaded onto the devices. This will allow teachers to accommodate a 
wider variety of learning styles, leading to greater student engagement and 
achievement. Teachers are encouraged to use the iPads wherever appropriate, 
including personalizing them in order to leverage the best features of connectedness 
in their professional practice. By creating opportunities for other teachers to 
observe this pilot, we hope to prepare them to employ mobile computing practices 
in their classrooms as well.

UPDATE ON IMPLEMENTATION OF SINGLE TRACK FRENCH IMMERSION PROGRAM / 
DECEMBER 15, 2010 
 


The most recent meeting of the Single Track French Immersion Steering Committee 
was held on December 15, 2010.  
 
A discussion was held regarding plans for year‐end celebrations for Grade 8 students 
at each of the schools.  
 
The registration process for French Immersion Kindergarten was discussed. 
Registrations for 2011‐2012 will be accepted directly at École Harrison, École New 
Era School, and École O’Kelly School beginning January 6, 2011. Documentation such 
as proof of age is required and for that reason registrations must be presented in 
person.  
 
It was noted that enrolment numbers have stabilized.  
 
The Director of Human Resources provided an update on staffing and recruitment 
plans. The recruitment process for French Immersion staff for the 2011‐2012 school 
year will begin in January, 2011. A subcommittee has been established to conduct 
interviews.  
 
Principals provided updates on facility matters.  
 
The grant application for development of the Middleground Community Park and 
playground spaces (for George Fitton School and École Harrison) has been submitted 
to Manitoba Community Places.

The following correspondence has been received from Aileen Najduch, Assistant Deputy 
Minister, School Programs Division, Manitoba Education and Jean‐Vianney Auclair, 
Assistant Deputy Minister, Bureau de l’éducation française Division, Manitoba Education 
as  excerpted below: 
 


The Progress in International Reading Literacy Study (PIRLS) is an educational 
research project sponsored by the International Association for the Evaluation 
of Educational Achievement (IEA).  PIRLS is investigating student achievement 
in reading literacy in over 50 educational systems around the world, including 
Canada.  It is designed to measure and interpret differences in educational 
systems in order to help improve the teaching and learning of reading 
worldwide. 
 
The Council of Ministers of Education, Canada (CMEC) has completed the 
drawing of a random sample.  Green Acres School is included in the sample; 
one class has been selected at the Grade 4 level. 
 
Manitoba’s participation in the PIRLS is mandated by the Minister in 
accordance with agreements made through the CMEC and, as such, 
represents part of provincial educational programming in Manitoba for both 
students and schools. 
 
The test will be administered between April 11 and May 13, 2011.  The 
questions are designed to measure key aspects of students’ home and school 
environments.  Students will respond to questions about their backgrounds 
and learning experiences.  Teachers will be asked to complete a questionnaire 
about their backgrounds and educational practices.  School principals will be 
asked about the school.  The parents or guardians of the selected students 
will be asked about the home environment. 
 
To ensure confidentiality, no PIRLS results will be report for individual 
students, teachers, or schools.  All publications will refer to the aggregated 
data.

I. Introduction 
 
On January 7, 2011 (pm) and January 8, 2011, the Board of Trustees met to prepare its 
governance goals for 2010-2014.  This session was facilitated by Trustees L. Ross, P. 
Bartlette, J. Murray with administrative contextual information provided by Dr. Michaels, 
Mr. Malazdrewicz and Mr. Barnes. 


 
II. Purpose and Process 
 
The purposes of the session were to: 
 


1. Develop Board governance goals for 2011 – 2014 that reflect the key 
roles and responsibilities of the Board of Trustees. 


2. Provide an important opportunity for: 
a. Trustees to learn and work together as a corporate Board; 
b. Trustees and Senior Administration to work together as a 


team respectful of roles and responsibilities. 
 


The process of the session focused on three components required to arrive at the 
conclusions: 


• Comprehensive review of the elements of effective school board governance: 
i. Monitoring performance results of students and staff; 


ii. Financial stewardship; 
iii. Facilities planning; 
iv. Policy development; 
v. Community involvement; 


vi. Advocacy on behalf of students and public education. 
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• In-depth review of the context of the Boards work: current development and 


realities in governance areas. 
• In-depth consideration of applying governance duties to current and 


anticipated future contexts. 
 


III. Proposed Statement of Goals 
 
Based on the above purposes and processes the following goals are proposed by the 
Board of Trustees: 
 


(1) Monitoring of Performance Results of Students and Staff 
 


a. To increase grade 12 graduation rate to 85%+ over the next four years through an 
emphasis on the quality of student engagement in learning. 


b. To focus, assist, support the professional learning of all staff to maximize student 
engagement in learning. 


 
(2) Financial Stewardship 
 


To provide for and optimize the use of resources necessary to meet the 21st Century needs our 
students.   


 
(3) Facilities Planning 
 


To ensure schools are more accessible to the public through new initiatives and 
public partnerships. 


 
(4) Policy Development  
 


a. To conduct program reviews to determine efficacy, quality of engagement, and 
outcomes of student learning in elective and required courses and programs. 
 


b. To develop transition programming for senior high (9-12) “high risk”/behaviourally-
challenged students based on a comprehensive assessment of those students’ needs. 


 
c. To develop alternative programming to accommodate 16-18 year old students through 


sustainable partnerships with community agencies. 
 
(5) Community Relations 
 


To enhance relations with the community through a rigorous, comprehensive, 
communications approach. 


 
(6) Advocacy 
 


To undertake an organized advocacy strategy approach to strengthen public education in the 
Brandon School Division.
