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Address to the Membership 
President Robert Rivard 


March 16, 2012 


Good morning, and welcome to the 48th Annual Convention of the Manitoba School Boards 
Association. 


I spoke to the majority of you only two months ago, in the context of our January regional meetings. At 
that time, I brought you up-to-date on progress we've made in our strategic priority areas. I shared 
with you our financial situation, past, present and future. I talked about what was working well from an 
organizational standpoint, and where we saw challenges in our future. 


I think many of you may be relieved to know that I won't be talking about those same things today. If 
any of you want to know more about these topics, I'd be happy to have that conversation with you. 


I would like to take this opportunity to talk to you, briefly, about my first year as your president. It has 
been a great learning experience for me and probably for the people on the executive and MSBA staff 
as they had to learn to work with me as well. I have truly enjoyed this past year and I very much 
appreciated the opportunity you gave me. The opportunity to work with you and to work for you. 
Thank you. Now I look forward to another year as your President, another year of working for you, the 
School Boards of Manitoba, to improve education for all students in Manitoba. Last year I told you, 
that I believed the best way to achieve what we wanted and needed for School boards and students 
was to build relationships with and work with all of our partners in education. I can truly tell you that 
with the help of your executive and staff we have come a long way in building those relationships with 
our partners. We work well with all the stakeholder groups and are at the point now, where even if we 
are in disagreement, we still listen to and respect each others positions. We can work well together 
because we are all here to make education the best it can be for all students in Manitoba. 


Today, I want to talk briefly about the relationships that have made the past year so successful, and 
thank the people and organizations that have made these relationships possible. 


I would like to thank Minister Nancy Allan and her team at Manitoba Education for their unflagging 
commitment to children and youth in our province. Over the past year, I have come to appreciate 
Minister Allan's willingness to meet with Manitoba's education partners on a regular basis. Our most 
recent meeting was on Tuesday, and once again, I was impressed by her genuine interest in what we 
had to stay. Even when we agree to disagree, which is bound to happen from time to time, I am 
confident that our views have been heard and considered. 


I would also like to offer up a special word of thanks to Minister Allan and the government of Manitoba 
this morning. Those of you who attended our convention last year will recall hearing from Sheldon 
Kennedy and Wayne McNeil about the Respect in School Program. Following that presentation, 
Manitoba school trustees passed a resolution asking for provincial support to implement this valuable 
program province-wide. As I'm sure you know, the government acted on that request a few short 
weeks ago, and as a result, our schools are set to become even better places for our children. Thank 
you, Minister Allan. 







Thanks too to our partners in education, and there are many. We couldn't be nearly as effective at our 
job without their support and expertise. Here are just a few examples of our connections. In 
November, the Manitoba Association of School Business Officials worked with us to educate school 
board members about the intricacies of education finance. In just over a month, the Manitoba 
Association of School Superintendents and the Student Services Administrators Association of 
Manitoba are lending their expertise to Healthy Minds, Successful Students, our forum on student 
mental health and wellness. MASS is also working alongside us and The Manitoba Teachers' Society to 
plan Education Week 2012, where this year, we'll be reminding everyone that public schools are their 
schools. 


As every Oscar winner could attest, the danger in starting to thank people is the danger of missing 
someone important, and all our partners are important. The Council of School Leaders, our colleges 
and universities, the Manitoba Child Care Association, Healthy Child Manitoba, and other government 
departments all bring valuable perspectives to the tables where we sit. We value the work of the 
Manitoba Association of Parent Councils and the Manitoba School Improvement Program, and we 
appreciate that once again these organizations served on our judging panel for the Premier Award for 
School Board Innovation. Our efforts to build stronger relationships with our Aboriginal communities 
continue, and I'd like to acknowledge the help ofThe Treaty Relations Commission, the Assembly of 
Manitoba Chiefs, the Manitoba Metis Federation and the Manitoba First Nations Education Research 
Centre in this regard. 


I also want to thank all of you in this room for the contribution you are making to education in 
Manitoba, at your own board tables and beyond. Many of you serve this organization on various 
committees, including the ones that planned this convention. Over the past year, some of these 
committees have proven to be especially demanding. For example, the provincial committee charged 
with developing and implementing standardized provincial report cards met on more than a dozen 
occasions, with each meeting averaging three hours. Our own Aboriginal Education Working Group, a 
group that was established to examine issues relating to the achievement levels of Aboriginal students 
within the public school system, has taken on the role of planning June's Second National Aboriginal 
Trustees Gathering. Committee volunteers make sure that the voice of school boards is heard 
whenever there are discussions about kids and schools, and they allow our association to tackle 
projects that would otherwise be beyond our human resource capacity. 


And finally, I'd like to offer a special word of thanks to my fellow provincial executive members. I have 
enjoyed my year as president for many reasons, but prime among those reasons is the camaraderie 
and support of each and everyone of you. Our debate around the boardroom table has been lively at 
times, but always respectful. We have focused on the important issues before us, while still 
remembering to laugh on a regular basis. As president of this association, you have welcomed and 
respected my leadership, but you haven't been afraid to nudge me in a slightly different direction if I've 
strayed off course. I have learned something from each of you, and I look forward to learning even 
more in the coming years. 


To everyone I have mentioned, and just as importantly, to those I forgot: thank you for a great year. 
Enjoy the rest of the convention!

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NOTICE OF MOTION 


The Chair of the MSBA Resolutions and Policy Committee shall move or cause to be moved the 
following motion regarding adoption of the Rules of Procedure for the resolution process at the 
MSBA Annual General Meeting: 


I COBURN (Res & Policy Committee)/DUPUIS (Res & Policy Committee) .................. CARRIED I 


I 2012 RULES OF PROCEDURE i 
Process: 


1. All resolution proceedings shall be governed by these rules of procedure, the MSBA Act, 
and the MSBA By-Laws. In the event of any conflict, the provisions of the MSBA Act 
and the MSBA By-Laws shall prevail. Where any of the aforementioned identified 
instruments are silent, the current edition of Robert's Rules of Order Newly Revised, 
shall apply. 


2. The resolution process shall be conducted by a "Resolutions Chair", referred to in the 
following sections as the" Chair". 


3. The Chair will advise the membership of the disposition of late resolutions submitted to 
the MSBA Executive and request the assembly's consideration of those late resolutions 
not adopted by the Executive. 


4. Resolutions shall be dealt with in the following order: 


(a) consideration of new resolutions in the order listed in the resolutions 
booklet and any late resolutions adopted by the MSBA Executive at the 
end of the section in which the resolution is aSSigned (point #3 above); 


(b) MSBA policies presented for reaffirmation at MSBA regional meetings; 
(c) 2007 policies for reaffirmation; 
(d) 2007 policies to be archived; 
(e) consideration of late resolutions not adopted by the MSBA Executive but 


approved by the assembly for debate; 
(f) any resolution(s) for reconsideration in the order of receipt by the Chair 


(point #25). 


5. In order to remove a resolution from any "reaffirmation" or "archive" section, it is only 
required that the request be made by one voting delegate. The resolution so identified 
shall be considered prior to the vote on the remaining poliCies being considered for 
reaffirmation or archiving. 


6. Should any resolution be identified as a particular concern of the assembly, that 
resolution may be brought forward in the convention proceedings for discussion and 
debate by majority consent of the assembly. A motion requesting this action must be 
moved and seconded. 


7. Proposed resolutions shall be read and moved by members of the Resolutions and Policy 
Committee and the Chair shall immediately ask for a seconder who may speak to the 
proposed resolution and close debate. 
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2012 Rules of Procedure, cont'd .... 


Late Resolutions: 


8. Resolutions submitted too late to meet the requirements of [By-Law #4, (12.) (b)) will be 
accepted by the Resolutions and Policy Committee until one week prior to the first full 
day of the annual convention. Sponsoring boards will be required to supply 350 copies 
of the proposed resolution for inclusion in the convention registration kits. 


The Resolutions and Policy Committee will forward late resolutions to the MSBA 
Executive at its meeting prior to convention. Late resolutions considered by the 
Executive to be immediate or emergent in nature will go forward as MSBA Executive 
resolutions. Those late resolutions not adopted by the MSBA Executive will be 
considered at the annual meeting with the consent of the delegates present. 


Each late resolution not adopted by the MSBA Executive will require a separate motion 
to be added to the agenda and must be moved and seconded and receive the support of 
not less than two-thirds of the delegates present in order to be considered. 


9. Resolutions arising out of Regional or MSBA Executive meetings will not be subject to 
the late resolution provision. 


Debate: 


10. As soon as a proposed resolution has been moved and seconded, the Chair will call upon 
the seconder to explain the proposed resolution. 


11. The Chair will then ask if any delegate wishes to speak against the proposed resolution. 
If no delegate so indicates, the seconder will be invited to close debate and the question 
will be call ed. 


12. Once any delegate speaks in opposition to the proposed resolution, debate shall begin and 
continue until the question is called in the usual manner. The seconder will have the right 
to be the final speaker in the debate. 


13. Each delegate wishing to speak to a resolution must first be formally recognized by the 
Chair and shall announce hislher name and school division/district before speaking to the 
resolution to be debated. 


14. No delegate shall speak to a resolution more than once, except the seconder of the 
resolution, and debate shall be limited to three (3) minutes unless permission for an 
additional three (3) minutes is granted by general consent of the assembly. 


15. Associate members and visitors may, at the discretion of the Chair, speak on a point of 
information but may not enter into the debate, nor may they move, second, or vote on a 
resolution. 


Voting: 


16. Member school boards who have at least one trustee in attendance at the Annual 
Convention shall be eligible to vote, via board ballots, on by-laws and by-law 
amendments. Trustees from member boards who are registered Convention delegates are 
eligible to register as voting delegates, and to receive a ballot book and voting delegate 
card that will be used to vote on resolutions other than by-laws. 
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2012 Rules of Procedure, cont'd .... 


17. A quorum shall consist of not less than 100 voting delegates present on the floor of the 
convention at the time any vote is called on any motion before the assembly. 


18. The Resolutions and Policy Committee [By-Law #4, (11.)] shall be responsible to know 
the voting strength at all times on the convention floor, and shall be responsible for ruling 
on any disputes over the issuance of voting cards and ballot books. 


19. All voting shall be by show of hands (using the authorized voting cards) unless: 


(a) the Chair, in hislher discretion, calls for a standing vote before announcing the 
results of a vote by show of hands, or 


(b) immediately after the result has been announced by the Chair, one delegate can 
call for a standing vote. 


20. A favourable vote of not less than two thirds of the board ballots cast shall be required to 
approve any amendments/changes to the By-Laws or MSBA Act. All other questions 
shall be decided by majority vote of those delegates present and voting unless otherwise 
specified in these rules of procedure. 


Amendments: 


21. A delegate may, at any time during the debate on a resolution, move an amendment, 
providing it is relevant to and deals with the same subject matter as the original 
resolution. Amendments must be seconded. 


22. The Chair has the prerogative to divide a question into two or more questions so as to 
allow for a separate vote on any particular point or points, if the Chair deems that the 
division of the question will facilitate debate. 


23. No more than one amendment and one amendment to the amendment (sub-amendment) 
will be accepted by the Chair at anyone time. 


24. The Chair may, in his/ber discretion, require that any amendment to a resolution be 
submitted in writing. 


Reconsideration: 


25. A written notice of motion to reconsider a resolution shall be presented to the Chair, and 
may only be submitted by a delegate who originally supported the vote on that particular 
resolution. Upon validation of the request for reconsideration, the Chair shall 
immediately announce that a motion to reconsider will be presented after all other 
convention resolutions have been considered in accordance with [Section 4. (0] above.

Increasing their graduation rates to match those of other Canadians would 
inject an additional $71-billion into Canada's economy over the next 10 years ...

The long-standing federal promise of broadband access for every community remains unfulfilled. 
In Manitoba. organizations like MSBA and MASS have been asking the government for over 7 
years to create equal connectivity to all schools in Manitoba. The Manitoba Network Initiative 
(MTS) for fibre networks is not only too expensive but does not serve the speed required to 
service the 21st century classroom. Many divisions in Manitoba and most city divisions have 
given up and "laid their own fibre". Costs for connectivity infrastructure are Significant and 
some divisions have taken out a ten year loan to finance their tech plans. For others. costs are 
simply prohibitive. In Manitoba. the government has fallen short in connecting all school 
divisions with equal technological access. Both the federal government and !he Province of 
Manitoba need to be held accountable for !he connectivity deficiencies across the province which 
continues to disadvantage Manitoba students and schools. 


AMENDMENT TO MSBA POLICY EF-OI-08. re BROADBAND ACCESS ...................... EF-13-12 
(Regions 5 & 6) 


BE IT RESOLVED THAT the following statement be added to current Manitoba

BE IT RESOLVED THAT MSBA lobby The Province of Manitoba and The Public 
Schools Finance Board to maintain the current standard of 860 square feet of 
classroom space for all grade 1 to 3 classrooms regardless of enrolment numbers.

Comments: 


School boards appreciate the logistical and financial challenges of school infrastructure planning 
in light of the provincial Government' s class size reduction initiative in the early years. This 
said. the MSBA Executive has serious reservations about discussions proposing to limit primary 
(grades 1-3) classrooms in new school construction to 750 square feet (current PSFB standard for 
classrooms where projected enrolment does not exceed 20 students) as opposed to the current 
PSFB standard of 860 square feet for regular classrooms in schools. 


The Executive' s concerns in this regard are threefold. First. primary classrooms must be able to 
accommodate experiential. play-based learning that is typically characterized by multiple activity 
centres and significant and frequent movement of students in classrooms. Second. inclusive 
classrooms must be able to accommodate students who require the use of specialized equipment 
like wheelchairs and walkers and/or the individualized support of educational assistants working 
alongside the student in the classroom. Finally. the proposal to limit grade 1-3 classroom spaces 
in new schools to less than the standard 860 square feet will limit the flexibility to use these same 
classrooms for other grade levels and/or potentially larger student numbers in future years. 


While the concerns outlined above reference a proposed standard for new school construction. 
the MSBA Executive cautions that these same considerations are valid with regard to portable 
classrooms as well as to renovations to existing school facilities. In summary. the Executive is 
of the view that reducing the physical size of primary classroom spaces to accommodate lower 
enrolments now is a short-Sighted economy which has the potential to be problematic in the 
longer term. We urge The Public Schools Finance Board to maintain the current standard of 860 
square feet for all classroom spaces in Manitoba public schools. including those intended for 
early years students. 
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TEACHING OF ABORIGINAL HISTORY IN CANADA ...................................................... SI-02-12

BE IT RESOLVED THAT MSBA request Manitoba Education to ensure

Manitoba teachers, however, are at varying levels of understanding and skill in addressing these 
curricula components. At the same time, understanding of aboriginal history and an appreciation 
of aboriginal culture and its contribution to our province and our country are essential for all 
teachers to ensure that Manitoba public schools are truly inclusive and welcoming places which 
support aboriginalleamers to be successful and achieve high school completion. 


Manitoba Education services must continue to support social studies teachers in this regard. but 
must also extend to practising teachers in other subject areas and across all grade levels.

4. Ensure adequate funding to support a First Nation education system that meets the needs 
of First Nation learners, First Nation communities and Canada as a whole. 


S. Establish accountability and reporting frameworks to assess improvements in First Nation 
education.

Comments: 


If the Province were to apply the class size limitation of 20 students in grades K -3 in a rigid and 
inflexible manner, there will no doubt be unintended consequences. The consequences could 
include the relocation of students, changes to catchment boundaries, more restrictions on the 
acceptance of Schools of Choice students, burdens on parents who are in-division Schools of 
Choice parents who have exercised in-division Schools of Choice so that their children can be 
attending the school in which the students daycare centre is located, and increased costs 
associated with the creation of additional classrooms to stay within the limitation. In addition, if 
the implementation caused the creation of very small classes, with perhaps 10 students in a class, 
social and emotional interactions in such a small group can be a limiting factor to the learning 
environment. 


It is anticipated that there may be schools where there could be one or more grade K -3 classes 
that exceed the class size limit by 1 or 2 students. It would seem reasonable to allow fleXibility 
to school divisions to operate some classes at that level where it is impractical and costly to 
create additional classes, if the vast majority of the school division's classes are at, or below the 
class size limit. This flexibility was provided to school districts in Ontario when they 
implemented a similar class size cap for their Primary classes over a five year period from 2003 
to 2008.

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Comments: 


Demographic changes in Manitoba over the past two decades have had a significant impact upon 
student enrolment numbers and patterns in K-12 public schools across the province. Enrolment 
declines and shifts coupled with the challenges of aging infrastructure and restrictions on school 
board decision-making with regard to school infrastructure have had the effect of increasing 
school division operating expenditures and at the same time restricting school board flexibility to 
address facilities issues. 


A cross-Canada comparison of current school review processes legislation and policy reveals 
that Manitoba's legislation places the most restrictions, by far, on school board decision-making 
in this regard. Moreover, where other provinces have articulated, either in legislation or policy, 
minimal process requirements for review and decision-making processes about school facilities, 
Manitoba's legislation is largely silent in this area. 


School boards in Manitoba are charged with ensuring appropriate response to student learning 
needs in a cost -effective manner that takes into account community priorities and perspectives. 
Decisions about school facilities should properly be determined by school boards and their 
communities through a comprehensive and inclusive process of review and consultation.

• the culture of the school and its community; and

PLANNING PROCEDURES 
I. When selecting fundraising activities, schools should attempt to avoid competition 


with local merchants and, when feasible, should patronize local merchants to obtain 
merchandise for fundraising resale. 


2. All door-to-door sales must be registered with the Licensing Department of the City 
of Brandon and conducted in accordance with the requirements of any applicable 
City By-Law. 


3. Major fundraising activities should be completed within a limited timeframe (i.e. 
two weeks). Students may not solicit funds on public premises unless approval has 
been granted to the school by the management. 


4. The objects or forms carried by students must identify the school. 
5. Funds should always be expended for the direct benefit of the school except for 


charities approved by the Board (i.e. Christmas Cheer, UNICEF, Jump Rope for 
Heart, Project Love, Read-a-Thon, Helping Hands). 


6. Incentives, if utilized, shall be minor in value and emphasize group recognition. 
7. By June 30 of each school year, a statement for all school funds shall be subject to a 


financial review and signed by two members of the teaching staff or other 
responsible adults, other than the treasurer of the account in question, and must be

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submitted to the principal. The financial review shall be carried out in accordance 
with guidelines established by the Secretary-Treasurer' s Department. 


GUIDELINES FOR PARTICIPATION 
I. The rules for the conduct of students participating in door-to-door solicitation or 


sales must be reviewed with all students by the activity organizers prior to the start 
of such projects. 


2. K-3 students shall not sell products door-to-door; however, parents or guardians of 
K -3 students may participate on their child's behalf. 


3. Expectations for multi-student families will be the same as those for single student 
families. 


4. Funds shall not be raised through the sale of alcohol.

The Board of Trustees of the Brandon School Division approves the establishment of 
student safety patrols consisting of student volunteers. 


Principals may establish safety patrols to assist students in crossing busy streets in 
reasonable proximity to the school, where, in the opinion ofthe Brandon Police Service 
member who is assigned to student safety patrols, a traffic hazard exists that can 
effectively be dealt with by means of such a patrol and where the establishment of such 
patrol can promote safety attitudes and habits in students. 


Students shall obey the instructions of student safety patrols and conduct themselves in 
an orderly manner when under its direction. 


The Brandon Police Service shall be responsible for assisting the school with the training, 
general supervision and deciding which crossings require the services of safety patrols.

STUDENT SAFETY PATROLS 


Adopted: Motion 11512001 


I. Service on patrols by students shall be voluntary. 
2. No student may serve as a patrol member without the written consent of a 


parent or guardian on the approved form which includes a clause relieving the 
Board of Trustees ofliabiIity in the event of the pupil's involvement in an 
accident while acting as a patrol member. 


3. The Principal or designated staff member shall supervise the safety patrol 
program at the school and in cooperation with the City Police Service 
designate appropriate locations for the patrols. 


4. The police officer and the school staff member in charge shall take all 
reasonable measures to ensure that patrol members are adequately instructed 
in their duties. 


5. Patrol members shall control, direct and instruct students in crossing the 
streets at designated crossings. Only police officers have the right to stop, 
control and direct traffic. 


6. Patrols shall not be required to be on duty when the wind chill reaches -27°C. 
7. Parents/guardians of students shall be reminded through the school newsletter 


during the cold winter months that patrols will not be on duty when the wind 
chill reaches -27°C. The media shall be requested to remind the public to take 
extra caution when going to and from work on days patrols are not on duty. 


8. The Board will maintain liability insurance coverage protecting the Board, its 
employees and students against liabilities arising from the operation of safety 
patrols. 


9. The Brandon Police Service shall be responsible to secure sponsors to provide 
vests, flags and rewards for patrols. 


10. One of the staff members in charge of safety patrols shall be elected as patrol 
coordinator for the Brandon School Division at a meeting of patrol 
representatives in June. This person shall serve as liaison between schools, 
Brandon Police Service and cooperating agencies and oversee the operation 
of the patrols in the Division.

The Board of Trustees of the Brandon School Division believes in the rights of all 
members of the school community to work and learn in environments that value and 
demonstrate respect for human rights and freedoms. 


The Board of Trustees of the Brandon School Division affirms its obligation as an 
employer to provide learning and working environments free from violence. The Board 
of Trustees of the Brandon School Division holds accountable all employees, students, 
parents, volunteers, and all visitors to conduct themselves in a manner which promotes 
and protects the best interests and well being of students, staff, and others. The principle 
of fair treatment is a fundamental one and the Board of Trustees of the Brandon School 
Division will not condone any improper behaviour which jeopardizes dignity, 
undermines learning, working relationships, and/or productivity. 


Workplace violence, as defined under Regulation and in the subsequent procedure, is 
unacceptable. Such behaviour toward an individual attacks the dignity and self respect of 
that person and constitutes a serious infraction. Where an employee or student exhibits 
violent behaviour, disciplinary action, up to and including dismissal or expulsion may 
result. 


Canada's Criminal Code prohibits violence. This policy reinforces the Manitoba 
Workplace Safety & Health Act (C.C.S.M.c. W210) and Regulations. This policy is 
intended to provide guidelines to ensure a working environment free from violence and 
procedures to respond to such situations that may affect the working environment. 


In the implementation of this policy, reasonable steps will be taken to minimize the 
potential for violence by adopting preventative measures. Employees who may work 
where there is a risk of violence will be appropriately informed and made aware of the 
procedures to follow should they experience violent behaviour.

WORKPLACE VIOLENCE PREVENTION 


Adopted: 


RESPONSIBILITIES 


Board of Trustees 
The Board of Trustees of the Brandon School Division has a responsibility to ensure that the 
learning and working environments are free from physical violence, verbal abuse or the threat of 
physical assault. 


Employer 
As an employer, Brandon School Division has a responsibility to be aware of what is happening 
in the workplace and to deal with violent incidents appropriately. Brandon School Division will 
take disciplinary action, on any person(s) who are found to have behaved violently towards a 
person or group of people and/or on any supervisor or manager who did not act properly to 
address the violent behaviour. 


The Superintendent of SchoolS/CEO shall be responsible for the administration of this policy and 
its procedures. 


This policy shall be provided to all employee groups and be included In orientation and 
appropriate training sessions. 


Upon hiring, Brandon School Division will provide all Principals and Supervisors with training 
on how to prevent workplace violence, and will provide refresher training every 3 years. 


Principals and Supervisors 
All Principals and Supervisors are responsible for creating and maintaining a work environment 
that is free from violence. This includes ensuring that this policy is accessible and communicated 
to employees. 


Principals and Supervisors, as per the Manitoba Workplace Safety and Health Regulations, shall 
so far as reasonably practicable, take 'all necessary precautions to protect the safety and health of 
a worker under his or her supervision and advise a worker under his or her supervision of all 
known or reasonably foreseeable risks to safety and health in the area the worker is performing 
work. 


Employees 
All employees are responsible for ensuring that the workplace is free from violence. Employees 
are expected to treat colleagues with respect and to immediately report any incidents of violent 
behaviour. Employees are also responsible for following the preventative measures put in 
place where there is a risk of violence. 
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Students 
All students are responsible for practicing appropriate conduct on the school premises, on the way 
to and from school, on out of school activities that are part of the school program, and while 
traveling on a school bus or in a vehicle being used as part of a school program. Students shall be 
expected to support a positive school climate and participate in the creation of a safe learning 
environment. For more information regarding student behaviour, please refer to Division Policy 
7004: Student Conduct. 


ParentsNisitorsN olunteers 
All parents/visitors/volunteers are responsible for practicing appropriate conduct on the school 
premises that is consistent with the school code of conduct. All parents/visitors/volunteers are 
expected to support a positive school climate. 


WORKPLACE VIOLENCE 


Workplace violence is defined as the attempted or actual exercise of physical force against an 
employee or student in a workplace. It also includes any threatening statement or behaviour that 
gives a person reasonable cause to believe that physical force will be used against the person. 


Workplace violence can take place in the workplace itself, or outside the workplace in a situation 
that is somehow connected to work. This includes threatening phone calls from one employee to 
another at his or her home, or any kinds of verbal or written threats or violent actions against an 
employee's family or property. 


Examples of workplace violence include but are not limited to: 
• Direct, conditional or veiled threats of physical harm 
• Vandalism of personal property 
• Use of or threat to use a weapon 


PREVENT A TIVE MEASURES 


The Brandon School Division has adopted preventative measures to minimize the risk of violence 
by: 


• Establishing safe work procedures and working alone procedures 
• Training employees in Non-Violent Crisis Intervention (NVCl) 
• Establishing procedures for reporting, investigating and documenting violent incidents 
• Risk/Threat Assessment of Employees, Students and/or Parents (when necessary) 


NOTIFICATION OF RISK 


Principals and Supervisors are to inform employees who work in settings where they could be at 
risk of violence. These may include: 


• Employees who work with students who have a history of violence; 
• Employees who work with students who have specific medical conditions, which may 


increase the probability of the student(s) becoming a perpetrator of violent acts; 
• Employees who provide services to a student whose parent/guardian has a history of 


violence or who has posed a threat to school. 
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At any time where there is a change in the nature or extent of the risk of violence, Principals and 
Supervisors will inform employees who work where the risk of violence is present and provide 
the information necessary to appropriately explain the nature and extent of the risk of violence. 
The Principal or Supervisor will review established safe work procedures to minimize the risk. 


The information released about any individual must be the minimum amount necessary to address 
the risk. The release of personal information should only be disclosed in the context in which the 
employee needs to be aware in order to adequately protect themselfto minimize the risk and may 
only be disclosed within the limitations ofthe law. 


For example: A student at school with a risk of violence, release specific itiformation and 
precautions (student becomes aggressive, kicks and bites at sound of bell, give pre-warning prior 
to bell ring) and do not disclose student diagnosis. 


REPORTING 


All employees have a responsibility to ensure a safe workplace. To that end, employees are to 
promptly communicate issues relating to violence as follows: 


I. Employees who believe they have been witness to a violent incident will report the 
incident to the Principal or Supervisor immediately. 


2. Employees who have been the victim of a violent incident must provide a written 
summary (Violent Incident Report Form - Form 7004.2) and forward it to the Principal 
or Supervisor. 


3. Employees who believe a student, colleague or visitor to the workplace represents a 
danger to the safety of the workplace are to notity the Principal or Supervisor 
immediately. 


An employee who has been harmed as a result of workplace violence is encouraged to consult 
their health care provider for treatment or referral to post-incident counseling, if appropriate. 


All complaints of threats and/or violent behaviour will be acted upon in accordance with this 
procedure and policy. Confidentiality will be respected, but when necessary, information will be 
shared on a need-to-know basis with affected and/or involved individuals. Complainants will be 
advised on the extent to which information may need to be shared and with whom. 


Any written documentation received in regards to a complaint, including investigative interview 
statements, should be signed by the appropriate parties. 


In addition to or instead of levying a complaint pursuant to the policy, a complainant has the right 
to pursue hislher complaint through the Human Rights Commission or, where appropriate, to lay 
information under the Criminal Code of Canada, or both. The complaint procedures of this 
policy do not prohibit the individual's right to respond to a complaint through the collective 
agreements, or to seek redress as provided under the law. 


RIGHT TO REFUSE 


If a complaint is filed, the employee has the right to refuse to work if the reported behaviour 
substantially interferes with the employee's ability to perform his or her work and the employee 
reasonably believes the behaviour will continue, or the employee's health or safety is jeopardized 
by continuing to work. 
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If an employee refuses to work, s/he must advise his or her Principal or Supervisor and complete 
a Safety & Health Employee Concern Form identifying the reasons for refusing to work (please 
refer to Procedures 1013.4 -Investigating Refosals to Work). 


If it is determined that the employee does not have to work, reasonable alternative work 
arrangements will be made for the employee. 


RISK ASSESSMENT 


A risk assessment on violence will be unique to each workplace. The risk assessment will 
include a review of the frequency and nature of previous incidents of violence in the workplace. 


Criteria to consider when evaluating risk of violence: 


I. The people - age and gender, personality and attitude, nature of the interactions between the 
people, and the physical status and emotional stability of the persons involved. 


2. The workplace - work locations, type of work, number of staff, whether employees are 
working alone, workplace design and layout, lighting and security, and hours of operation. 


3. The history - number and frequency of violent incidents, type and severity of incidents, 
nature of the incidents (between employees or employees and others in the workplace), types 
of jobs performed by those involved, cause or trigger for previous violent incidents. 


INVESTIGATIONS 


Unless a complaint is clearly frivolous or vexatious, an investigation will be conducted of all 
complaints of threats and/or violent behaviour. 


Upon receipt of the written summary (Violent Incident Report Form - Form 7004.2), a copy must 
be forwarded to the Workplace Safety Officer for consultation within 24 hours. Consultation will 
include a review of the incident to determine the risk of harm. 


Depending on the risk assessment and circumstances, the Workplace Safety Officer, in 
consultation with the Secretary-Treasurer will advise in regards to which parties are responsible 
for conducting the investigation. 


An investigation may be conducted as follows: 
I. By the Principal or Supervisor or 
2. By the Principal or Supervisor and Workplace Safety Officer or 
3. By the Principal or Supervisor and Workplace Safety Officer, an employee representative 


and a WPS&H Committee member 


The investigation shall be conducted using the Incident Investigation Report Form - Form 
1013.4. Where employee interviews are necessary in any investigation, the employee must also 
have union representation present. 


Notwithstanding the above, in cases where the incidence of violence meets the Manitoba 
Workplace Safety & Health Regulation definition of a "serious incident", the investigation must 
be conducted as soon as reasonably practicable after it occurs. An investigation then must be 
carried out by: 
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a) the WPS&H Committee Co-chairs; 
b) the Principal or Supervisor and the WPS&H representative at the specific workplace 


location; or 
c) the Principal or Supervisor, in the presence of an employee of the specific workplace 


location who is not associated with the management of the specific workplace location, 
when there is no committee or representative at the specific workplace location. 


In addition, the Secretary-Treasurer is required to notifY the Manitoba Workplace Safety & 
Health Division as per WPS&H Regulation Section 2.7( I). 


The investigation results report will be provided to the Workplace Safety Officer, the WPS&H 
Committee Co-Chairs and the Secretary-Treasurer, which must be reviewed with the WPS&H 
Committee. Progress on implementing any recommendations will be documented in the meeting 
minutes of the WPS&H Committee. Once the recommendations have been implemented, it will 
be noted in the meeting minutes of the WPS&H Committee. 


ANNUAL REPORT 


As per WPH&S Regulation Section 11.7, each year an Annual Workplace Violence Report must 
be produced that includes the following: 


I. Records of incidents of violence at the workplace, if any; 
2. Results of any investigation into an incident of violence at the workplace, including a 


copy of any recommendations for control measures or for changes to the Workplace 
Violence Prevention Policy; 


3. Description of the control measures implemented as a result of an investigation of 
workplace violence; 


4. A copy of any report prepared under Part 2 Section 2.9(3) of the WPS&H Regulation. 


The Annual Workplace Violence Report must be provided to: 
I. Superintendent of Schools/CEO 
2. Secretary-Treasurer 
3. Principals and Supervisors at each workplace location 
4. WPS&H Committee 
5. WPS&H representatives at each workplace location

Role and Purpose 


To provide leadership and management to the Student Support Services Department of 
the Brandon School Division in order that schools receive an integrated approach to 
internal and external support services that connect diagnostic, prevention and intervention 
services with specialized program services. Such an approach is designed to maximize 
available resources for individual students' learning. Such leadership also connects 
community and provincial agency support and services with school services. 


Major Responsibilities and Duties 


The leadership and management role of this administrative position consists offour major 
components, each with its corresponding duties: 


• Advancing Vision, Mission and Strategic Directions 
• Fostering Organizational Learning 
• Fostering Community Support and Liaison 
• Providing Stewardship 


1. Advancing Vision, Mission and Strategic Directions 


Works cooperatively and col\aboratively with department, school and divisional 
staff to:

Works cooperatively and collaboratively with staff members, specified community 
agencies and organizations, and community members to; 
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a) assist in coordinating the services of outside agencies to school-age 
children and encourage positive working relationships between the 
Student Support Services team and helping agencies in the community 
including but not limited to Child and Family Services, Family

Services, Brandon Regional Health Authority, Community and Youth 
Corrections, Brandon Police Service and Provincial Court by: 


• maintaining regular contact with managers in the agencies 
with whom the Division interacts; 


• encouraging information sharing and problem solving 
opportunities among staff members of helping agencies and 
schools; and 


• serving as a representative of the Division on community 
committees, including the Western Judicial District Child 
Abuse Committee and the Multi-Agency Preventative 
Program (MAPP) Committee, Pregnant and Parenting Youth

• Non-Violent Crisis Intervention; 
• Elementary Student Support Program (ESSP); 
• Therapy services, equipment and supplies; 
• Student Support Services professional development funds; 
• Department supplies (including textbooks); 
• Hearing Screening Services; and 
• other related areas of budget as assigned; 


g) consulting with the Director of Human Resources and making 
recommendations for the hiring of Student Support Services staff; 


h) ensuring that annual Hearing Screening and Vision Screening 
Programs are carried out in the Division; 


i) maintaining communication between the Superintendent's Office and 
Student Support Services staff regarding matters of relevance and 
interest by: 


• meeting as required for updates on current situations; and 
• preparing an annual report of Student Support Services 


activities and caseloads; 
j) ensuring effective and confidential handling, filing and recording of 


Student Support Services documentation; 
k) ensuring the purchase of required office supplies and professional

ROLE OF THE TEACHER

In making recommendations for appointments the Superintendent of Schools/CEO shall 
give preference to those applicants with the highest qualifications. The qualifications 
required shall be a composite of those factors which are essential and desirable of a 
position on the teaching staff and shall include: educational qualifications, personal 
qualifications as determined through interviews and references, teaching experience, 
special qualifications or training required for a particular position, and any evidence of 
special experience or capacity that would contribute to the teacher's effectiveness in 
Brandon public schools. 


1. Teachers shall be responsible for the care, discipline and instruction of students in 
their charge and for any or all students of the school as assigned by the Principal of 
the school. They shall enforce the rules governing the conduct of students as such 
rules may be prescribed by the Department of Education, the Board of Trustees, the 
Superintendent of Schools/CEO or the Principal. Teachers shall establish conditions 
and practices in their classrooms that will contribute to the physical and mental 
health of the students. Teachers shall report promptly to the Principal any serious 
accident or illness affecting students in their charge. 


2. Teachers shall be on duty at least ten (10) minutes before the opening hour in the 
morning and five (5) minutes in the afternoon. 


3. Teachers shall be responsible for the order in their rooms and the adjacent hall and 
during the assembling or dismissing ofthe school shall, under the direction of the 
Principal, supervise the movement of students to and from the room. 


4. Teachers shall keep all records required. 
5. Teachers shall, in inclement weather, see that young students are properly clad 


before they are permitted to go outside and that outdoor clothing is removed when 
students are in the school. 


6. Teachers shall require personal cleanliness from students. 
7. Teachers shall administer any marking system or other means of evaluating 


students' achievement according to school and Brandon School Division policy and 
they shall report to parents/guardians the progress of their children as directed by 
the Principal. 


8. Teachers shall conduct religious exercises as required by the regulations and under 
the direction of the Principal. 
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9. Teachers shall attend all meetings called by the Superintendent of School siC EO or 
the Principal for the purpose of discussing matters of concern to the school unless 
expressly excused. 


10. Teachers shall, insofar as it is reasonably possible, see that adequate plans and 
instructions are available at any time when it is necessary for a substitute teacher to 
take over the regular work of the teacher. 


II. Teachers shall be responsible, before leaving the school at the end of the day, for 
seeing that all children under their direction are dismissed. 


12. Teachers shall maintain regular supervision of the playground under the direction of 
the Principal. 


13. Teachers shall, insofar as time, talents and opportunity permit, endeavour to 
become an active member of the community by participation in the various phases 
and aspects of community life. 


14. Teachers shall practice the Code of Professional Practice as stated in the Manitoba 
Teachers Handbook. 


15. Teachers shall perform all duties outlined in The Public Schools Act in accordance 
with any regulation prescribed by the Minister or direction provided by the Board, 
Superintendent of SchoolS/CEO or school Principal.

D. Karnes, Chairperson, called the meeting to order at 1:05 p.m.

4. OTHER COMMITTEE GOVERNANCE MATTERS 
 


 
A) Society for Manitobans with Disabilities 
 
The Committee reviewed the request of the Society for Manitobans with Disabilities to use a 
wheelchair bus for their camp which runs during the summer of 2012.  The Committee agreed to 
recommend approval of the request subject to approval by the Supervisor of Transportation and 
the Manitoba Motor Transport Board. 
 
Recommendation: 
That a wheelchair school bus be provided to the Society for Manitobans with Disabilities 2012 
Summer Day Camp for the weeks of July 9th, 2012 to August, 31st, 2012, at the current rates 
subject to approval by the Supervisor of Transportation and the Manitoba Motor Transport Board. 


 
B) Population Growth and Facility Sustainability Report 


 
The Population Growth and Facility Sustainability Report had been referred to the Committee for 
an in-depth review, by the Board of Trustees at their regular meeting held April 9, 2012.  Trustees 
expressed their opinions and concerns regarding the report.  The Secretary-Treasurer noted the 
report was based on two assumptions:  1) the Government’s mandated K-3 class size would be a 
“hard cap” at 20; and 2) the growth was proportional through the system.  The Secretary-
Treasurer recommended that given the continued growth and space issue at École New Era 
School, it should be considered the Division’s first priority. 
 
Discussions were held regarding what the Committee would do with the information provided and 
how any change would be implemented.  It was noted that workable solutions or alternatives 
were required which would then be presented to the public as per Policy and Procedures 1021 – 
“Consultation”.  It was agreed certain caveats or statements of belief would need to be 
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established before beginning the consultation process.  The Committee discussed how they 
would proceed and established timelines.  It was agreed: 
-  the Secretary-Treasurer and Superintendent, together with the Director of Facilities and 


Transportation, would set-up a consultation outline, as per Policy and Procedures 1021.   
- the Committee would  hold an extended meeting on May 9, 2012 to begin the process.   
- the full Board would meet on the evening of Friday, August 24 and all day Saturday, August 


25, 2012 on this topic. 
- Public Consultations would be held on September 17, 19 and 26, 2012, in the evenings. 
- A final plan would be in place by December 1, 2012, in order to allow for inclusion of any 


budget items which may arise from the decisions made. 
 
C)   5 Year Capital Plan 
 
The Director of Facilities and Transportation noted the Division has not yet received the 5 Year 
Capital Plan package from the Government.  Once the package has been received  it will be 
forwarded to the schools.  Should the package arrive in time for distribution, the 5 Year Capital 
Plan will be presented to the Facilities and Transportation Committee at their regular meeting to 
be held June 13th for presentation to the Board of Trustees on June 25th.  If the packages do not 
arrive in time it was agreed a special committee meeting would be arranged to review the 5 Year 
Capital Plan prior to the Board’s meeting in July. 
 
D)  Review of Catchment Areas 
 
It was agreed that the review of Catchment Areas would be postponed until after the public 
consultations in September.  The Secretary-Treasurer was directed to contact the parent who had 
inquired about when the Committee’s review of catchment areas would begin, following the Board 
meeting on April 23, 2012.  It was noted the Division webpage would state there would be no 
catchment area changes made for the 2012-2013 school year. 
 
E)  Bus Route Review 
 
As this would be part of the sustainability discussions it was agreed to postpone until October or 
November in time for budget. 
 
F)  Administration Office Growth 
 
The Secretary-Treasurer noted that seven new positions approved in the 2012-2013 budget 
required office space in the Administration Office, therefore Senior Administration was undergoing 
a review of space in the building.  He noted some curriculum staffing positions may be moved out 
to schools to free up office space.  He confirmed Senior Administration is currently working on 
various phases however, the first phase would not require any financial expense or renovation.

Superintendent, Dr. Michaels, circulated and discussed information regarding a proposed 
process for discussion with students about Human Rights/Responsibilities for Individual 
Differences re: “Equity of Inclusion and Protection of Human Rights for Individual Differences”.  
It was recommended the Committee obtain both qualitative and quantitative data on this topic.  
During 2012-2013, it was recommended the Committee obtain student feedback by inviting 
students, in Grades 7 to 12, to meet with the Education Committee to discuss specific 
questions.  The data provided from this meeting would provide the Committee with qualitative 
data.  It was also recommended quantitative data be collected through the utilization of 
appropriate corresponding data found in the Student Voice Surveys.  Once all data had been 
collected and synthesized, the Education Committee will be able to determine key themes or 
patterns that require attention through the revision of Board Policy 1001 “Foundations and 
Commitments”.  Detailed discussions were held regarding the number of students who would be 
invited to participate; the method of selection used to ensure a broad range of student 
demographics; the possibility of conducting staff consultation in 2013-2014; whether or not the 
Committee’s work would be duplicated or enhanced by a conference in the fall proposed by 
another organization; and the importance of managing equity with the rights of all students.   It 
was agreed the student consultation was required before the Committee could determine the 
course of action to be taken.  
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5. OTHER COMMITTEE GOVERNANCE MATTERS 
 


A) Next steps for EAL solution 
 


Trustee Sumner requested the Committee discuss alternative solutions to handling the 
increases in the EAL population given the Government’s announcement there are no more 
funds available in this area.  Discussions were held regarding the possibility of partnering with 
other agencies.  It was agreed it was important to network whenever the opportunity presented 
itself, particularly with other stakeholders such as the Westman Immigrant Services, the City of 
Brandon, the Brandon Regional Health Authority, and the Ministerial Association in Brandon.  
Further discussions were held as to whether or not the Education Committee should be doing 
this type of networking, or the Divisional Futures & Community Relations Committee.  It was 
agreed the Divisional Futures & Community Relations Committee should work towards 
networking in this area, with the approval of the Board of Trustees; while the Education 
Committee’s responsibility was to move forward with respect to programming and services for 
EAL students. 
 
It was agreed Trustees would continue to be aware of opportunities which would allow them to 
express their concerns with respect to funding in this area.  Senior Administration would bring 
forth revised information for the fall for the Trustees to use when networking.

QUALITY LEARNING AT KIRKCALDY HEIGHTS SCHOOL 
Report prepared by Mr. Bruce Shamray, Principal, Kirkcaldy Heights School  
 


The literacy team at Kirkcaldy Heights continues to work on writing and reading. The 
6 +1 writing traits were concentrated on individually. The traits were studied using 
the work of Ruth Culham. The teachers met and discussed the focus trait, taught and 
practiced the trait with their students and then the teachers met as a group and 
shared the student work, as well as their personal reflections. All of the writing traits 
have been taught. The goal is to collect exemplars that showcase quality examples 
of each trait. 
The beginnings of the work involving guided reading and levelled literacy is being 
undertaken. Sessions facilitated by our literacy support teachers are occurring to 
support levelled literacy intervention and to increase confidence when working with 
the Fountas and Pinnell resources. The teachers have and will continue to view 
videos of demonstrations of reading strategies taught and modelled through literacy 
intervention and guided reading lessons.

B. QUALITY TEACHING 
 


QUALITY TEACHING AT RIVERVIEW SCHOOL 
Report prepared by Mr. Kelly Braun, Principal, Riverview School  
 


November 19, 2011 saw the formation of the “Riverview Middle Years Literacy 
Team”.  The Group has made a commitment to discuss, plan and organize the 
literacy needs in Riverview School at the grade four to six level.  It was decided that 
our school team (which includes classroom teachers) would target comprehension 
and understanding at three levels.  These would include:   
1. Ideas/strategies for teachers; 
2. Consistent terminology and assessment; and 
3. Create a common classroom framework for literacy in each target grade.   
 
To achieve this, the following foci were developed: 
 
1.  Riverview will send a team to the “Leadership for Literacy in the Middle Years 


(MY)” initiative.  This is a two (2) year commitment by the team.  Our goal is to 
create a strong core of literacy experts to lead our team in Riverview.   


2. Create a MY Literacy Block model to best support students in working effectively 
in the classroom environment during guided reading.  This would also include 
classroom teachers meeting at least once per month as a literacy team to discuss 
student progress and or needs.  Our objective will be to have better 
communication between classroom teachers and the rest of our MY literacy 
team.  Included in our team will be our Librarian/High Ability Learner Enrichment 
Programming teacher, MY EAL teacher and our Literacy specialist.     


3. “Literacy Place” will be introduced as the framework teacher’s support in each 
MY classroom. 


4. The Sheltered Instructional Observation Protocol (SIOP) was piloted at Riverview 
School during the 2010-2011 school year.  SIOP was started by Echevarria & 
Short to assist teachers in improving their adaptations for English as a Second 
Language Learners.  The pilot last year showed that SIOP planning benefits all 
students by guiding, planning, and encouraging strong teaching practices for 
acquiring reading, writing, and oral language skills.  As a result of the pilot 
program, five (5) staff members are completing the SIOP training sessions 
offered during the 2011-2012 school year.  This will further strengthen literacy 
planning and teaching to solidify the MY teaching community at Riverview. 


C. QUALITY SUPPORT SERVICES 
 


QUALITY SUPPORT SERVICES AT BETTY GIBSON  SCHOOL 
Report prepared by Mr. Phil Vickers, Principal, Betty Gibson School  
 


To augment our support services at Betty Gibson School, the Empower Reading 
Program was added this year. The Empower Reading program was added to our 
variety of other school based interventions to support students that may not have 
responded sufficiently to other reading interventions.  
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Empower Reading is an intensive reading program developed by researchers at the 
Hospital for Sick Children in Toronto.  The program includes one hundred and ten 
(110) scripted lessons, which systematically teach five (5) strategies; Sounding Out, 
Rhyming, Peeling Off, Vowel Alert, and I Spy, to assist students with word 
identification and decoding.   
 
The goals of Empower Reading are to:  
Teach struggling readers a set of effective strategies for decoding words and 
understanding text; 
To allow students to experience success in reading and gain confidence in their own 
reading skills; 
To help students become independent readers equipped with multiple word attack 
strategies; and 
To move beyond decoding strategies and read independently for meaning and for 
information.    
 
This year at Betty Gibson School, five (5) students were selected to be part of the 
Empower Reading Program.  They were chosen based on the results of Fountas and 
Pinnell Assessments, as well as several Empower Reading Assessments. Some of the 
students who were selected had made very minimal gains in other literacy 
interventions.  This year’s Empower Reading group consists of three (3) students in 
grade 3 and two (2) students in grade 5, and the groups meet for one (1) hour each 
day.  The students have all made gains in their reading and in their confidence in 
themselves as readers. 
During the final term, we will start to plan for these students’ programming for next 
year. This programming may include completing the Empower Reading Program, 
transitioning into the Literacy Support program and / or mainstream classroom 
programming.

UPDATE OF WATER STUDIES 40S – COLEEN MCKELLAR, ENVIRONMENTAL 
SCIENCE/BIOLOGY TEACHER AT CROCUS PLAINS REGIONAL SECONDARY SCHOOL 
 


Coleen McKellar, Environmental Science/Biology Teacher, advises that “the 
environmental science class at Crocus Plains Regional Secondary School will soon be 
an active member of the South Central Eco Institute. http://scecoinstitute.com/ 


 
Mission statement:  The South Central Eco-Institute is an umbrella organization 
consisting of members of the academic community, local government 
representatives from the eco-environmental trades and agencies, and interested 
community members. 
 
Our first goal is to affirm the importance of water to our lives and to affirm the 
credibility of the experts who manage water resources. 
 
The Institute is grounded in water resource management.  There is already a 
strong infrastructure within the region, and much of the research and data found 
on this site is public domain research drawn from other sources. 
 
Our second goal is to foster a local ownership of water stewardship.  In order to 
encourage this, we are partnering schools with the regional conservation districts 
and encouraging a sharing of information and knowledge.  Seasoned trades 
persons will work alongside students and their teachers.  The students will begin 
to see themselves as some of these credible experts and will share their 
knowledge within their own families and communities. 
 


As such, we will be testing water in the Assiniboine River for a variety of water 
quality indicators.  Our testing will become part of the Central Assiniboine 
Watershed data and will be entered into the SCEI database.  Training in the use of 
the water testing kits will take place in late April.  Students and teachers will be 
trained by Kent Lewarne of the Eco Institute.  Neil Zalluski, CD manager of the 
Assiniboine Hills Conservation District will also be in attendance.  Neil has offered to 
be a part of our testing team as well.  Actual water testing by students will take 
place by the end of May. 
 
This is a valuable opportunity for students from Crocus Plains to become field 
researchers and engage in some actual water quality testing.  The data generated 
from their test site will be added to the ever increasing database of information on 
the water in the Assiniboine River.

Practice Times 


The first two months are considered our "offseason". This is a time where we prepare our 
bodies for the grind of a U18 club season. Our training will be intense and demanding. You 
MUST make sure you are ready for this. Bobbie Shram is coordinating our off court training. 
Athletes must do an individual assessment (covered by blue cross) and it is recommended 
that they do follow up assessments once per week. But they can do follow up assessments 
once per month. I cannot stress enough how important the off court training is in the next 
two months.

• Respect judgment of officials, abide by rules of the event and display no behavior that 
could incite fans. 


• Treat opposing coaches, administrators, participants and fans with respect. Shake hands 
with officials, opposing coach in public. 


• Develop and enforce penalties for participants who do not abide by sportsmanship 
standards. 


Expectations of Student Participants 


• Treat opponents with respect: shake hands prior to and after contests. 
• Respect the judgment of officials, abide by ruies of the event and display no behavior that 


could incite fans. 
• Cooperate with officials, coaches and fellow participants to conduct a fair competition. 
• Accept seriously the responsibility and privilege of representing school and community; 


display positive public action at all times. 
• Live up to high standard of sportsmanship established by coach. 







Expectations of Parents, Students and Other Fans 


• Realize that a ticket is a privilege to observe a contest and support high school athletics, 
not a license to verbally assault others or to be generally obnoxious.
