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o All Grade 8 Band Students will meet Ms. Dodds downstairs at 6:45pm to set up, line up and warm 
up. You will then be taken upstairs to reserved seating in the audience. Please enter the WMCA 
by the back doors and proceed downstairs. (Wind Ensemble students will arrive and line up 
separately.)  

 
The East Side Band Parent council will have Sobeys’ Gift Cards in the front lobby from 6:15 pm to 7:00pm. 
Cards are available in $50 denominations with 5% going directly to the students fundraising accounts. 
Money in this account can be used towards any East Side Band fee: band supplies, the Gr. 8 Band Camp 
and the Gr. 8 Moose Jaw trip. This money can stay with the students for as long as they are in band and 
can be used in high schools for band trips there, but cannot be redeemed for cash.
